AGENDA ITEM 9
(Requested by Councillor P McShane)

That this Council estimate for the provision of a full sized Gaelic Games pitch in the 2014/15 rates estimate. The pitch should be a 3g surface compliant with the sporting code’s specification 

It has become apparent that games are now played on a year round basis as opposed to a seasonal basis. The large uptake in games in recent years has led to an explosion in fixtures and unfortunately a corresponding failure to fulfill the same. With well in advance of 100 teams playing Games in Moyle the strain on infrastructure is causing havoc with postponements and cancelations. For this Council to meet its statutory requirements, it investigates how to best facilitate the delivery of the project including entering into a partnership arrangement (if necessary) as allowed for in the ‘The Recreation and Youth Services order 1986’.

Provision by district councils of facilities for recreational, social, physical and cultural activities
10 .F1  (1)  Each district council shall secure the provision for its area of adequate facilities for recreational, social, physical and cultural activities and for that purpose may, either alone or together with another district council or any other person—

(a)establish, maintain and manage any such facilities;
(b)organise any such activities;
(c)assist, by financial contributions or otherwise, any person to establish, maintain and manage any such facilities or to organise any such activities;
(d)provide, or assist by financial contribution or otherwise in the provision of, leaders for such activities; and
(e)defray or contribute towards the expenses of any persons taking part in any such activities.
 

In concluding; that this Council undertakes a feasibility study into the provision of a facility in Ballycastle. In addition, that it estimates for a feasibility study in this financial year for a similar facility in the Glens area to accommodate soccer, archery, Gaelic games, schools, netball. That £298,000 is estimated for in capital spending in this financial year. That the feasibility studies are prioritised.
