APOLOGIES AND CHAIRMAN’S BUSINESS
Apologies were received on behalf of Councillors M Black, McAllister and McCambridge.

Chairman’s Business
Congratulations to Giant’s Causeway Staff
Councillor C McShane congratulated the staff at the Giant’s Causeway Visitor’s Centre on their CIE Award for Best Tour Visit.
She stated that there was a reception for the Causeway staff as they were transferring over to the National Trust.  She informed members that this would be held on Friday 3rd at 3:00pm and that everyone was invited.

May Ball
Councillor C McShane stated that she and the Chamber of Commerce were hosting a May Ball in the Marine Hotel.  He informed members that this was in aid of families for people with additions.  She stated that she would like to see as many Councillors as possible in attendance.

Councillor Newcombe congratulated Councillor C McShane on this initiative.
Fencing at entrance to Ballycastle

Councillor C McShane requested that a letter be sent to Roads Service to ask that the ongoing problem with the anti-dazzle fencing at the entrance to Ballycastle from the Moyarget Road be fixed.  

This was agreed.

At the request of Councillor Harding, it was also agreed that the three road signs at the bottom of Dunamallaght for the Glenshesk Road would be mentioned as they needed to be repaired/replaced.

After discussion, it was also agreed that an attempt would be made to ascertain the ownership of the laneway running from Dunamallaght into the forestry as this had been washed away in the floods and needed to be reinstated.

Sewer at Castle Street, Ballycastle

Councillor Blaney requested that a letter would be sent to NIW to ask them to look at the Sewer at Castle Street, Ballycastle as it had been overflowing over the weekend.

This was agreed.

Compensation package for those affected by the loss of livestock

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES OF THE COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON 8TH MARCH 2010 AND SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING OF 1ST FEBRUARY 2010
Tesco
Councillor Blaney stated that a lot of people could not understand why Council had voted against a letter of support for Tesco.  He informed members that they did not know how they had reached this conclusion. He stated that the Council Officers had no right to say what the people of Moyle wanted.  He stated that no official survey had been completed but that a taxi driver had carried out an unofficial survey and that to date 640 people had wanted Tesco. 
After discussion,


Councillor Blaney proposed,


Seconded by Councillor Graham,



“That Council send a letter of support for Tesco to the Planning Service.”
Councillor P McShane stated that Councillors had the right to speak as elected representatives.  He stated that this would be led by consumerism and that if there was the demand for Tesco it would come to pass.

Councillor McMullan stated that a vote could not be taken as the item was not on the agenda.

Councillor Blaney stated that it was in the Minutes which were being approved at the meeting, he stated that he felt that he was being gagged.
In reply to Councillor McMullan, the Clerk stated that because there were no standing orders there was nothing to prevent a vote being taken.
Councillor C McShane requested that Councillor Blaney place this item on the agenda for the next meeting.

Councillor Blaney asked that this item be placed on the agenda for the next meeting and left the meeting at this point.

REPORT FOR TECHNICAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT
The Report for the Technical Services Department having been circulated, was taken as read.
Extension of Civic Amenity Site Waste Collection Service

The HTS stated that the collection, transfer and recovery of civic amenity waste was currently contracted to Brickkiln and was due to expire on 9th May 2010. He stated that this three year contract had an option to extend by a further year to May 2011.

The HTS stated that having met with Brickkiln they had agreed to no increase in fees for the green waste and only to increase the co-mingled waste by the landfill tax increment. 

He informed members that Brickkiln had provided an excellent service to Carneatly Amenity Site over the last 3 years. He stated that they had fulfilled their requirements under the contract as far as Waste Data Flow returns and Waste Transfer documentation. He stated that they had recycled an average of 46% of the co-mingled waste collected on site which had helped achieve our diversion from landfill targets. 

After discussion,

Councillor McIlroy proposed,

Seconded by Councillor McMullan and resolved,

“That it would be agreed to extend the collection, transfer and recovery of Civic Amenity Waste contract to Brickkiln Waste Limited for a further one year.”

Councillor P McShane left the meeting at this point.
Green/Garden Waste Collection Trials

The HTS stated that due to the success of the green/garden waste skip service in Cushendall and Cushendun last year, this service would continue for the incoming year and the skips were installed on 1st April 2010. He informed members that it was proposed to extend this trial to Bushmills and a skip would be placed at the Bushmills Community Centre Recycling Area from week beginning 19th April 2010. He stated that Green waste included grass cuttings, hedge trimmings, flower and plant clippings only. 

Councillor McIlroy stated that it had been agreed to extend this to Bushmills and asked why this had not been carried out.

The HTS stated that it had been agreed to see how this worked in Cushendall in the first instance.  He informed members that this had only been introduced in June last year.

In reply to Councillor McIlroy, the HTS stated that the problem with leaving a lorry was that all types of waste were left in this.

Bayview Road and Harbour Improvements

The HTS stated that the engineering solutions to antisocial motoring at Bayview Road and Harbour Car park were presented and agreed at the Council meeting 22nd March 2010.   He informed members that the Public consultation had now begun with all residents on the Bayview Road area and key stakeholders having been notified. He stated that feedback about the proposed remedial works had been requested.

The HTS stated that the next meeting would take place in Sheskburn House on Wednesday 5th May at 10 am to consider the feedback and proposed timescale for implementing the works programme and that all Councillors were invited to attend. 

Councillor McMullan stated that he felt that planter beds would not be the best solution and suggested that something else be examined.

In reply to Councillor McDonnell the HTS stated that the residents had been written to and had been given plans of the proposed works.

Councillor P McShane returned to the meeting.

Ardclinis Outdoor Adventure Centre

The HTS stated that a request had been received from Damian Martin, Ardclinis Outdoor Adventure Centre requesting the use of the toilet block at Dunseverick Harbour for a changing area for the young people over the next number of weeks.  He informed members that they had requested permission to hold a key in order to access it during pre-arranged water-based activities.  He stated that Ardclinis staff would be on site at all times and they would lock up and clean the area after use.  He informed members that a similar request was granted last year and was successful.

After discussion, this was agreed.
Cushendall Sailing and Boating Club

The HTS stated that Cushendall Sailing and Boating Club had been successful in securing the “Ulster Laser Championships” event on the weekend of 8th and 9th May 2010.  He informed members that it was anticipated approximately 120 boats would be attending the event.  He stated that Cushendall Sailing and Boating Club requested the use of the car park to facilitate the number of boats expected to attend this event on the weekend of 8th and 9th May 2010.

Councillor P McShane stated that this was a prestigious event and that it was hoped that this would attract more events.

After discussion, this was agreed.

Cushendall Development Group

The HTS stated that a letter had been received from Cushendall Development Group raising a number of issues regarding the cleanliness and image of the village and surrounding area.  He informed members that the Group would like to meet with local Councillors and Head of Technical Services Department to discuss these issues.  

After discussion, it was agreed that the HTS would contact the Glens Councillors regarding a proposed meeting with Cushendall Development Group. It was agreed that once a date had been agreed upon the remaining councillors would be informed.

Fencing at Quay Road, Spectator Fence at Playground

The HTS stated that at the meeting of the 22nd March 2010 it was agreed to investigate the possibility of installing a spectator fence at the top of the grass slope overlooking the James McShane football pitch. He informed members that based on the lowest tender prices this work would cost approx. £2,800.

The HTS stated that if this work was to be approved it would be appropriate to enclose the playground completely thus eliminating the risk of dogs and bicycles entering this space, a concern which was raised previously. He informed members that to fully enclose the play park would cost £4,100.

The HTS stated that £24,000 was set aside in the 09/10 budget for fencing at the Quay Road Complex.  He stated that £16,000 still remained after the fencing around the soccer pitch was completed.

He informed members that the original scheme tabled on 22nd March 2010 was tendered at £10,519.50. He stated that the additional work at the playground could be completed within the allocated budget.

The HTS stated that a revised plan and revised Bill of Quantities was attached in Appendix 4.

Councillor McMullan enquired if a gate could be provided at the Friends Playground, Cushendall.
After discussion, it was agreed to award the fencing contract for the Quay Road, as outlined, to the lowest tender NK Fencing Limited and consider additional fencing to enclose the playground.  It was also agreed to get costs for a gate for the Friends play park in Cushendall.

Ardclinis Church – NIEA Structural Stability Work

The HTS stated that further to the meeting held on 14th March 2010 additional information was requested with regard to the contribution from Council towards the structural stability contract. He informed members that NIEA had responded by saying that they estimated the work required to cost approximately £20,000.  He stated that a true cost would not be available until the procurement process was complete. He informed members that they had suggested that if Council could contribute 10% of the contract costs up to a maximum of £2,000 then it would help considerably in funding the structural stabilization of the church.

After discussion, 

Councillor McMullan proposed,

Seconded by Councillor P McShane and resolved,

“That it was agreed that council contribute 10% of the total cost of the contract up to a maximum of £2,000 for the NIEA structural stability work for Ardclinnis Church.”

Vandalism – Moyle Area – 2nd – 31st March 2010

The HTS stated that there had been no vandalism on Council property within the District from 2nd March 2010 to 31st March 2010.

Councillor Newcombe welcomed this and stated that he hoped that this was a reflection on good policing.

Dumping at Hamill Terrace, Bushmills

At the request of Councillor McIlroy, it was agreed that the HTS would investigate the ownership of the laneway at Hamill Terrace, Bushmills where dumping was taking place.

Cottage Wood Site, Cushendall

Councillor O Black requested that security at the Cottage Wood Site would be placed on the Agenda for the next Council meeting.
This was agreed.

Dangerous land, Cushendall

Councillor McMullan requested that a letter be sent to NIEA with details of a landowner in Cushendall who had refused to fence off a dangerous piece of land.  Councillor McMullan stated that he would give details to the Clerk.
This was agreed.

Dumping at Dundarave
Councillor McIlroy stated that there had been dumping at Dundarave and appealed for this to stop.
Councillor Graham stated that if people knew who was doing this they should inform the local Councillors.

Councillor P McShane stated that he believed that dumping was taking place now in order to sustain a bonfire later in the year.  He informed members that two council staff had been chased away from the site.  He stated that there were concerns regarding Council’s proposed project at Dundarave due to this situation.  He stated that bonfires would destroy any new property; he informed members that this would need to be ironed out before the Council development would go ahead.
Councillor Graham enquired if a site could be located for bon fires with the provision of a concrete base.

The HTS stated that Council were about to go ahead with the advertising of the new changing facilities.  He stated that if a bonfire was placed too close that damage could be caused to the building.
The HTLS agreed with these comments and informed members that there needed to be some sort of resolution.  He stated that there was an architect in place to commence works but that this would have to be held back until some sort of resolution had been reached.

After further discussion, it was agreed that the HTS would liaise with local councillors and representatives of the Bushmills Community Association regarding the possibility of a bonfire site away from the proposed new changing facilities at Dundarave.

TOURISM & LEISURE SERVICE’S  REPORT
The Tourism and Leisure Services report, having been circulated, was taken as read.

Giant’s Causeway Stakeholders Forum

The HTLS stated that Correspondence had been received from National Trust indicating a wish to form a Giant’s Causeway Stakeholders’ Forum and have invited Officers from a number of bodies to be involved, including Moyle District Council.

He informed members that the first meeting was scheduled for Thursday 22nd April and it was suggested that he attend on behalf of Moyle District Council.
After discussion,


Councillor McConaghy proposed,


Seconded by Councillor Graham and resolved,


“That the HTLS would represent MDC on the Giant’s Causeway Stakeholders Forum.”

Response from Alan Clarke (N.I.T.B.)

The HTLS stated that as requested by Council at its meeting on 8th March, a letter requesting the minute or note of the “Vision for Tourism in N.E.” was forwarded to the N.I.T.B.  He stated that correspondence had been received from Mr. Clarke and that this was attached at Appendix 2.

Councillor Newcombe stated that it was strange that there had been no minutes kept.
Councillor C McShane stated that there had been no shock in the response and that Council had made their point very clearly.
In response to Councillor McMullan the HTLS stated that the key themes of the meeting were the impact of events, funding, to develop stronger links with partnerships, clustering, packaging of products and accommodation.  He informed members that he would have liked to discuss different issues such as infrastructure, cultural/heritage trails and the link to Scotland.
Moyle Sports Awards (A.M.R.R.C.)

The HTLS stated that further to Council’s request to enquire about an additional category for the Moyle Sports Awards (A.M.R.R.C.) Bill Kennedy was contacted.  He informed members that Bill indicated that the Club did not have any issue with the current categories, nor did they wish to influence the decisions of Moyle Sports Advisory Committee.  He stated that should the Committee wish to add a category to the current ones then this was their decision.
Councillor P McShane stated that he agreed with leaving this to the MSAC.
Councillor Graham stated that the MSAC would do well to look at this event as it was the biggest in the Moyle area throughout the year.

Councillor P McShane left the meeting at this point.

Sandy Port, Ballintoy
The HTLS stated that further to his last report, Councils solicitor contacted the landowner’s solicitor of the laneway asserted by Council as a PROW with a view to reaching agreement on the matter, rather than resorting straight to issuing proceedings. 

He stated that Council’s solicitor had now received a response stating that the landowner was willing to consent to the designation of the laneway as a PROW on the following terms.

“The Council acknowledges that it is their clients’ property.  Council forwards a map defining the PROW and that Council indemnifies their client against any public liability claims arising from the use of the laneway as a PROW.”
The HTLS stated that the alternative was that Council could purchase the laneway (this would be subject to LPS valuation agreement).
After discussion, it was agreed that Council would acquire an LPS valuation with a view to purchasing the laneway at Sandy Port before going ahead with legal proceedings.
Councillor C McShane left the meeting at this stage.

Causeway Coast Way Public Path Order – Ballintoy to Whitepark Bay
The HTLS stated that NIEA were now seeking the delivery of Services related to the Access to the Countryside (Northern Ireland) Order 1983.

He informed members that contracted services were being sought in order for the Department to fulfil a number of duties in relation to access to the countryside, including those under the Access to the Countryside Order (Northern Ireland) 1983. He stated that a call-off contract to provide services would be compiled from the tenders received.
The HTLS stated that Moyle District Council had given notice of making a Public Path Creation Order. He stated that the Order was made under Article 12 of the Access to the Countryside Order 1983. He informed members that one objection was received within the statutory period. He stated that NIEA would co-ordinate with the District Council to secure a venue. He informed members that all relevant information relating to a hearing would be sent to the objector and any other person attending the hearing. NIEA would pay for the venue and associated costs. He informed members that NIEA would ensure that all attending would know the location, date and time.

The HTLS outlined what works the contractor appointed would complete.
In reply to Councillor Graham, the HTLS stated that the agreed works to be carried out including fencing would be part of the same process.  He informed members that once the order had been finished the works would be completed and would be funded by NIEA.
After discussion,


Councillor McConaghy proposed,


Seconded by Councillor Graham and resolved,



“That the Tourism & Leisure Services Report would be adopted”.

CORPORATE SERVICE’S REPORT
The Corporate Services Report, having been circulated, was taken as read.

Expressions of Interest – Former Amusement Arcade, Bayview Road

The ACE stated that as previously agreed by Council, it was proposed to place an advertisement with PJ Mc Ilroy for the lease of the former amusement arcade, on the same terms as the previous tenant at an assessed annual rent of £10,400, as assessed by the District Valuer, with a closing date of Tuesday 4th May 2010.
Councillor McDonnell stated that there had been trouble with the pier pavilion in the past regarding a dispute with required works.

The Clerk stated that responsibility had been an issue then regarding external maintenance but that this had been negotiated and the tenant had accepted responsibility.  He informed members that this would not be an issue again as the same terms would be carried over to any prospective tenant.
After discussion, it was agreed to place an advertisement with P J McIlroy for the lease of the former amusement arcade on the same terms as the previous tenant at an assessed annual rent of £10,400 with a closing date of Tuesday 4th May 2010.

Glenariff Improvement Group

The ACE stated that correspondence had been received from Glenariffe Improvement Group requesting permission to use the car park at the rear of Waterfoot village for monthly car boot sales in May, June, July and August.

After discussion, this was agreed, subject to the group being responsible for any set-up and/or clearance.

Trading Concessions

The ACE stated that further to previous articles appearing in the press regarding the Trading Concessions, the Chairperson of Council and Officers had met with Mr Douthart regarding content of same.

She informed members that it has been confirmed that the designated area for trading was adjacent to the play park.

The ACE stated that Council should be aware that the Trading Concessions were subject to Public Auction, agreements were signed on the day of auction, and the monies paid to Council also.  She stated that all areas subject to Trading Concession were the same as the previous year, and this was made clear at the auction.  

The ACE stated that Council therefore should proceed with the Trading Concessions, as agreed at the auction.  She informed members that any changes to designated areas for the 2011 season could be agreed prior to next year’s auction.

The Access Road to the Giants Causeway Bushmills (Abandonment) Order (NI) 2010

The ACE stated that correspondence has been received by Roads Service, Northern Division Coleraine along with a Draft Order and related map together with a copy of the Notice of Intention.  She informed members that the Notice would be placed in the Belfast Gazette (9th April) the Coleraine/Ballymoney Times and Coleraine Chronicle.

The ACE stated that the closing date for objections was 24th May 2010.  
The Clerk stated that it would be useful to note if Council supported this.

Councillor McIlroy stated that one or two land owners were not happy with this prospect.
Councillor McConaghy stated that the land owner at the Causeway was happy with the arrangement and that the tunnel was wide and high enough to accommodate vehicles.

After discussion,

“That Council support the Access Road to the Giants Causeway Bushmills (Abandonment) Order (NI) 2010.”

On a vote being taken, there were five votes in favour of and two against the proposal which was carried.

Woodvale Toilets

The ACE updated members on the current situation with regard to the sale of Woodvale Toilets. Bushmills.  She informed members that as of 26th March, no contract had been signed and that, as agreed, Council would now move to the next highest bidder.
The Clerk confirmed Council’s right to sell this property.

Councillor C McShane returned to the meeting.
After further discussion, it was agreed that deeds of sale would be confirmed with the current prospective purchaser and that if no contract was then signed Council would sell the property to the next highest bidder.
Debt Write-Off

The ACE stated that the schedule of write-offs for the 2009/10 were included in Appendix 11 for approval.
She confirmed that all other avenues had been exhausted.

After discussion, it was agreed to approve the schedule of debt write-offs for the 2009/10 year.
