PRESENTATION FROM MARK MCAREAVEY REGARDING PROPOSAL TO CLOSE BOTH THE TAX AND VAT OFFICES IN COLERAINE
Councillor Blaney welcomed Mr Mark McAreavey, representing staff of HM Revenue & Customs (HMRC)
Mr Mark McAreavey gave a brief presentation.
Mr McAreavey stated that on the 16th November 2006, an announcement was made by HMRC regarding job cuts throughout the UK.  Mr McAreavey stated that the Coleraine offices seem to be the hardest hit with closure proposed prior to April 2010.
Mr McAreavey stated that this announcement means the end to the presence of Revenue & Customs in Coleraine and the beginning of the end of a civil Service presence in the town and by April 2008, £1½m to £2m will be lost to the local economy.
The impact of this closure on the local community is far reaching, with the nearest offices for people to seek assistance will be more than a 30 mile journey away.

Mr McAreavey stated that the Coleraine offices are asking Council to write to the Secretary of State showing their support in the fight to save jobs in the area and to safeguard the public services provided.
Having completed his presentation Mr McAreavey answered members questions.
Councillor Blaney and M Black stated that this Council would give 100% support regarding job cuts in the Revenue & Customs offices in Coleraine.

Councillor McIlroy enquired if an office meeting could be held as the applicant has additional information.

Ms McMath stated that this application had already been deferred and that an office meeting had taken place.  She stated that they had not received any additional information.

Councillor McIlroy stated that the information is now available.

Ms McMath stated that she was unable to offer a deferral, and that a letter would have to be sent to the Divisional Planning Manager enquiring for another deferral due to this new information coming to light.

Councillor McIlroy enquired if the application could be held for a few weeks, to give the applicant time to gather the information.

 in a detrimental change to the rural character of this area of countryside by reason of build-up.  It would also be contrary to Policies SP6/SP19/HOU8 and DES5 of the Department's 'A Planning Strategy for Rural Northern Ireland' in that a building on this site would not integrate into the countryside and if permitted, prejudice the safety and convenience of road users since it would not be possible within the application site to provide adequate sight lines where the proposed access joins Moycraig Road.
In reply to Councillor Harding Ms McMath stated that the applicants could appeal the decision.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to the proposed development being contrary to Policies SP12/GB.CPA1/GB.CPA3 and HOU10 of the Department's Planning Strategy for Rural Northern Ireland in that the site lies within a Countryside Policy Area.  Also contrary to Policies DES7/SP6 and SP6/DES6 of the Department's Planning Strategy for Rural Northern Ireland in that the development would, if permitted, adversely affect the visual amenity and character of the countryside and have a detrimental change to the rural character of this area of countryside by reason of build up.

Contrary to Policies SP6/DES6/HOU8 of the Department's Planning Strategy for Rural Northern Ireland in that the development when considered in the context of existing development and contrary to Policies DES7/SP6 of the Department's Planning Strategy for Rural Northern Ireland in that the development would, if permitted, adversely affect the visual amenity and character of the countryside by the creation of ribbon development along Moycraig Road.  Also the proposed development would, if permitted, prejudice the safety and convenience of road users since it would not be possible within the application site to provide adequate sight lines where the proposed access joins.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to the proposed development being contrary to Policy CTY1 and  CTY10 of Draft Planning Policy Statement 14, Sustainable Development in the Countryside and the accompanying Ministerial Statement in that there is a presumption against development throughout the countryside and it does not merit being considered an exception to the policy nor are there any overriding reasons why this development is essential and could not be located within a settlement and proposed site is unable to provide a suitable degree of enclosure for the building to integrate into the landscape and therefore would not integrate into this area of the countryside.
Councillor Graham enquired if they could appeal this decision.
Ms McMath stated that they were not able to appeal as the decision notice is issued.

Councillor McMullan stated that he felt that the wording of the Policy CTY1 of the Draft Planning Policy Statement 14 was not appropriate.  He stated that planning department should not be telling people that they have to live in a settlement, and that people should be able to chose were they wish to live.

After discussion


Councillor Blaney proposed,


Seconded by Councillor Newcombe,

“That Council write to the Planning Department asking them to remove the lines “nor are there any overriding reasons why this development is essential and could not be located within a settlement” from the policy CTY1 of PPS14.”
On a vote being taken on the proposal, there were six votes in favour and no votes against the proposal which was carried.

Resolution regarding escalating house prices and the shortage of land for housing development

Councillor Blaney stated he had a motion regarding the escalating house prices and the shortage of land for housing development and stated that an application to the Planning Department by Alastair McHenry Construction Ltd, for land opposite Clare Park, Clare Road, Ballycastle had been refused, which he felt may have alleviated some of the problem of Social housing.

After discussion,


Councillor Blaney proposed,


Seconded by Councillor McCambridge and resolved,
“That this Council is concerned about escalating housing prices particularly in Ballycastle as described in recent months in the local press. It is noted that this increase in house prices is almost entirely due to the extraordinary increase in the cost of development land. It considers this in turn is due to the inadequate supply of housing land through the planning system.

It is noted that the unprecedented increase in house prices in the past year has resulted it having become exceedingly difficult for most of the local community and virtually impossible for young people to buy their first home. Local people, particularly young people, are being priced out of the local market and are being forced to seek to purchase homes elsewhere. This Council considers this is already having a detrimental effect on the vitality of Ballycastle as a town, and this adverse impact will increase unless action is taken.

This Council believes the increasingly severe shortage of available land suitable for housing development, is a major contributor to the unprecedented increase in house prices. it is noted that the draft Plan has failed to identify an adequate supply of housing land for the town. Council therefore calls on the Department of the Environment as the planning authority to respond positively to this acute situation, by releasing some additional land particularly suitable for family housing, where there are no ownership or other constraints.”

Councillor Blaney stated that he felt that Council should write to Planning Appeals Commission giving full support for Mr McHenry’s application.

“That a letter would be sent to the PAC in support of Mr McHenry’s appeal.”

Proposed Naming of New Developments

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH AND ENFORCEMENT REPORT

The Environmental Health and Enforcement Report, having been circulated, was taken as read.

Byelaws for Control of Dogs on Beaches

The Head of Environmental Health and Enforcement (HEE) stated that the byelaws for control of dogs on beaches were attached for members information.

The HEE stated that the reason for prohibiting dogs on beaches was the Blue Flag Award Scheme.  

Councillor M Black stated that she totally disagreed with byelaw whereby it states that a dog is not permitted to enter or remain on the beach between the hours of 8.00am and 5.00pm.

Councillor McConaghy stated that the beach is not the only place for residents to walk their dogs.

Councillor Blaney stated that the Council had two options either it would be the Blue Flag status and no dogs during that time on the beach or no Blue Flag status and dogs on the beach.

Councillor McIlroy enquired if the hours of prohibiting could be changed.

The HEE stated that during these times the beach would be manned.

After discussion, it was agreed that further clarification on the conditions of the Blue Flag would be sought.
Response to consultation regarding transfer to Petroleum Licensing and other Functions to HSE (NI)
The HEE stated that the draft response regarding proposals for the transferof Petroleum Licensing functions from District Councils to HSENI was attached for members information.
Councillor McDonnell stated that it is very informative and that the Council should support the decision.

Councillor M Black and McConaghy agreed with these comments.

After discussion, it was agreed that the draft response regarding Transfer of Petroleum Licensing and other Functions to HSE would be adopted.

Charges for Self Catering Certification
The HEE stated that as members maybe aware large numbers of second homes within the area are let out to the self-catering tourist market.  He explained that in many cases the owners register the property with the Northern Ireland Tourist Board, however part of the registration process requires the applicant to provide a letter of approval from the Environmental Health Department, primarily in relation to food safety issues but covering a wide range of general safety and health considerations.

The HEE stated that these inspections are not a statutory function of the Council and that they tie up officer time.  Therefore the department proposes to charge applicants £100 for an initial inspection, with a further charge of £25 for properties requiring a revisit.
Councillor McIlroy enquired if the applicant needs this certificate in order to let out the property.

The HEE stated that it is a requirement from the Northern Ireland Tourist Board.

After discussion,


Councillor McDonnell proposed,


Seconded by Councillor McMullan and resolved

“That the Environmental Health Department would not undertake the Health and Safety Inspections and that a letter would be sent to the Northern Ireland Tourist Board informing them that the Council would not be undertaking these inspections.”

Service Level Agreement for EHO’s to Enforce the Manufacture and Storage of Explosive Regulations 2006

The HEE stated that at the Council Meeting on the 27th November 2006, it was agreed in principle to accept the Service level agreement for EHO’s to enforce the manufacture and storage of explosive regulations 2006.  Since that meeting the HEE stated that he had received a better explanation and would recommend that the Service level agreement would now be agreed.

DEVELOPMENT SERVICES REPORT

The Development Services Report, having been circulated, was taken as read.

Ramoan House
The Head of Development Services (HD) stated that the Valuation and Lands Agency had valued Ramoan House at £500,000.  She explained that it had been hoped that there would had been grant aid available for the acquisition costs, however, after further enquiries this is not the case.

The HD stated that Council must decided whether or not to proceed to a feasibility and economic appraisal study.

Councillor O Black queried what the timeframe would be.

The HD stated that it would be the end of April 2007, and that the cost would be approximately £8000.  However, she stated that if Council felt at any stage that they did not want to proceed with the feasibility study then it could be stopped.

Councillor Newcombe stated that he agreed with the findings and felt that the Council should proceed with the feasibility study.
Councillor McShane also agreed stating that it would be another community centre at that end of Ballycastle for the people of Moyle.

Councillor McCambridge stated that it should be discussed at the rates meeting in a few weeks.

Councillor Newcombe stated that the Flowerfield Centre in Portstewart, had done very well and that a lot of residents from the Moyle Area would attend courses there on a regular basis.
After discussion,


Councillor Newcombe proposed,


Seconded by Councillor McShane,

“That the Council should proceed with a feasibility and economic appraisal study for Ramoan House.”

On a recorded vote being taken on the proposal, Councillor M Black, O Black, Blaney, McKeegan, McMullan, McShane and Newcombe voted in favour and Councillor McDonnell and McIlroy voted against the proposal which was carried.  Councillors Graham, Harding, McCambridge and McConaghy abstained from voting.
Councillor McMullan and McShane left the meeting at this point.

Budget Reallocation – Start a Business Programme (SABP) Activity at MEC

The HD explained that Mr Marc McGerty, Economic Development Officer was in attendance to discuss any issues.

The HD explained that the Start a Business Programme in Moyle continues to perform on target, however, across Northern Ireland the programme is well below target due to time consuming audits, as a result Invest NI’s budget is under spent and MDC’s match funding of £9,800 is not required.

Mr McGerty stated that the Council’s Local Economic Development Programme 2001-2007 is nearly completed and requires that each programme to be evaluated.  Mr McGerty recommended that with the under spend in match funding that this money could go towards evaluating the 2001-2007 Local Economic Development Programmes and to carry out an Economic Survey which will include the current state of the local economy and a survey of all local businesses to identify any support they may require.
After discussion,


Councillor O Black proposed,


Seconded by Councillor Blaney and resolved,

“That an evaluation of the 2001 - 2007 Local Economic Development Programme would be carried out and an Economic Survey to include the current state of the local economy and a survey of all local businesses.”
Councillor McMullan and McShane returned to the meeting at this time.

INTERIM REPORT TECHNICAL SERVICES

The Interim Technical Services Report, having been circulated, was taken as read.

The Clerk and Chief Executive presented the Technical Services report in the Head of Technical Services absence.
Framework agreement for the Management of Waste Domestic Fridges and Freezers
The Clerk stated that as a result of the delay currently being experienced with the implementation of the producer obligation of the WEEE Directive, re-tendering of existing framework for the management of waste domestic fridges and freezers had to take place.  
The Clerk stated that the original contract had been awarded to Baker Recycling, expires on 31st December 2006.  He explained that tenders had been invited to cover the period between the 31st December 2006 and the final implementation date of the producer obligations of the WEEE Directive.
The Clerk stated that following evaluation by the Department, the successful bidder in respect of the interim contract is TecRec (NI) Limited, with a unite rate of £6.65 per waste domestic fridge/freezer.
