PRESENTATION FROM TURLEY ASSOCIATES CONCERNING MARINE HOTEL, BALLYCASTLE
The Chairman welcomed Mr C Shanks, Turley Associates, Mr M McAlister, McAllister Holdings Ltd, Ms E McNabb and Mr Damien McLaughlin Studio Rogers Architects, to the meeting.

Mr Shanks, Turley Associates gave a brief slide presentation regarding the redevelopment of the Marine Hotel in Ballycastle.  He stated that a public meeting had been held on the third of July which had been well attended and very positive feedback had been received.   
Mr McLaughlin stated that he had been involved in the regeneration of the existing Marine Hotel with his clients McAlister Holdings, for the past four years.  He pointed out that the provision of a replacement hotel would be particularly appropriate at the bay front location and would greatly enhance the towns image as a resort.  Such a development would provide the necessary mass to act as a visual stop to Mary Street.  

He referred to detailed maps and photographs which highlighted the proposals and pointed out that the site was the most prominent hotel site in Co. Antrim and was the first impression for visitors from Larne and Belfast.
Mr McLaughlin also informed members of the Planning requirements including PPS14, and stated that new buildings in a conservation area should be a stimulus to imaginative high quality design and seen as an opportunity to enhance the area. 

Details of the Design Concept were also highlighted to members including elevations from North Street, Quay Road and Beechwood Avenue.  Views of the proposed Hotel were also shown from a number of locations, within Ballycastle.

Mr Shanks highlighted the benefits to Ballycastle which included, the provision of a £30 million facility for Ballycastle and the region, create new jobs in the construction and hospitality sector, circa 125 construction jobs during building and 225 full and part-time hotel jobs when the hotel was fully operational. He also pointed out that the enhanced facility would attract and accommodate a high percentage of the visitors to neighbouring attractions, the Giants Causeway and Carrick-a-Rede Rope Bridge, which would equate to an exuberant spend in the local retail and businesses in Ballycastle.
Mr Shanks informed members that they were aware that the consultation process was of extreme importance and that a full detailed planning application would now be put forward.  He stated that in order to achieve their proposals it was hoped that the Council would fully back them by writing to the Planning Service.

Councillor P McShane stated that on behalf of his party he welcomed the proposals which he pointed out would be of significant benefit to Ballycastle and the Moyle area.

In reply to Councillor Newcombe, Mr McLaughlin stated that the coat of arms above the main gate would be included in the application.
In reply to Councillor McIlroy, Mr McLaughlin stated that their proposals included 180 car parking spaces underground.
In reply to Councillor McCambridge, Mr Shanks stated that during the last 20 years the Hotel had not lived up to its potential, he pointed out that the current hotel was unable to cater for major conference events or cater for the number of visitors. He informed members that Mr McAlister was currently in discussions with an operator and pointed out that the new hotel would not just be seasonal but that it would be used during the winter months competing with other establishments such as The Slieve Donnard.
In reply to Councillor McShane, Mr McLaughlin stated that the new hotel and country club would still offer swimming pool facilities to the public.

Councillor Harding stated that she fully supported the development and in particular the employment that would be available.

Councillor O Black expressed agreement with this comment.

Mr McLaughlin informed members that he would like to incorporate the War Memorial on the re-development plans.
In reply, Councillor Graham stated the British Legion owned the War Memorial and therefore approval would need to be sought from them directly.

Councillor McConaghy also pointed out that a number of other apartments had been constructed in Bushmills and these had not yet been sold.

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH AND ENFORCEMENT REPORT 

The Environmental Health and Enforcement Report, having been circulated was taken as read.

Delegation of Statutory Powers
The Environmental Health Manager (EHM) recommended that Moyle District Council, in exercise of its powers under Section 47(A) of the Local Government Act 1972 as amended by Article 26 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) (NI) Order 1985, delegate to Peter Mawdsley and Sharon Bateson the powers conferred in the articles:- Article 21 Consultation with NIHE, Article 34
Duty to inform tenant of landlord’s application to have dwelling house inspected, Article 35
Duty to inform landlord of tenant’s application to have a dwelling house inspected, Article 36 Duty to inspect dwelling house and duty to provide certificate of Fitness/notice of refusal to landlord, tenant or Rent Officer andArticle 65 Power to obtain information as to ownership of a dwelling house.
The EHM informed members that Peter Mawdsley and Sharon Bateson would be duly authorised under Section 124 of the Local Government Act (NI) 1972 to authenticate notices, orders or other documents arising from the above powers and duties and indemnified as provided for by section 48 of the said Act.

“That the Delegation of Statutory Powers scheme be adopted”.
Enforcement
The EHM informed members that a number of offences had been detected within the Moyle District, these included three dogs in Causeway Court, Bushmills and two dogs at an address in Stroanshesk Park, Ballycastle having been kept without a licence contrary to Article 17(1) of the Dogs (NI) Order 1983 and an owner permitted their dog to foul at North Street with no attempt to remove it, contrary to Article 4(1) of the Litter (NI) Order 1994.  She pointed out that the opportunity to discharge these offences by payment of fixed penalties had been offered but they had not been paid.

“That legal proceedings be issued in relation to the Dog Offences at Causeway Court, Bushmills, Stroanshesk Park and North Street, Ballycastle”.

On a vote being taken there were eight votes in favour and one vote against the proposal which was carried.

Food Alert For Action – Methanol In Imperial Vodka

The EHM informed members that The Food Standards Agency notified the Environmental Health Department of the discovery of counterfeit Spar-brand Imperial vodka 70cl which contained excessive levels of methanol.  She pointed out that the levels of methanol found in this counterfeit Imperial vodka could potentially cause a health risk making it unsafe for consumption.

The EHM stated that a mail shot had been sent to all premises selling alcohol informing them what to look for and to notify the Environmental Health Department if they discovered any of the affected bottles on their premises.
The Press were asked to take note of this Food Alert.
Fairhill Street
The EHM informed members that this matter had been discussed at length during the Lammas Fair Working Group which met on 4 September 2008.  She stated that the issues highlighted were horse trading, the use of the surrounding area as a camp site and the amount of rubbish left by campers.

The EHM stated that the working group wished to meet with the PSNI and DARD in the near future to discuss ways to deal with these problems.

In reply to Councillor McCambridge, the EHM stated that the Council and DARD provide the services of a Vet for the duration of the Lammas Fair.
After further discussion it was agreed that the Lammas Fair Working Group would meet with the PSNI and DARD regarding these issues.
Halloween Fireworks Display
The EHM informed members that requests had been received from 2 traders for the grant of temporary Street Trading Licences for the Halloween Fireworks Display.  She stated that the type of goods that were proposed to be sold would add to the event.

“That the two traders be granted temporary street trading licences for the Halloween Fireworks Display”.
Hard to Treat Homes
The EHM informed members that DSD and NIE energy were keen to explore efficiency and renewable energy options for hard to treat homes.

She stated that this would typically be an older detached property in the open countryside without heating or with solid fuel or electric heating and be occupied by a low income household with vulnerable members.
Members agreed to highlight this option to the public and encourage those eligible to participate.
Use of Ballintoy Harbour for Filming
The EHM informed members that an application had been received from Russell Curran Productions for the use of Ballintoy Harbour Car Park on either 29 or 30 September 2008 for filming a Tourism Ireland Commercial.

This was agreed.
Home Accident Prevention (HAP) NI
The EHM informed members that the Technical Assistant had been voted Chairman of the Regional HAPNI.  She stated that this honour recognised the sterling work that he had carried out in the area of Home Safety.

She stated that HAP was a voluntary organisation that aimed to prevent accidents that occurred in and around the home.  She pointed out that there was 22 local HAP groups through Northern Ireland consisting of representatives from Environmental Health, Health Promotion, Fire Brigade, Housing Executive, Councillor and individuals with an interest in accident prevention in the home.
Members expressed their congratulations to the Technical Assistant on becoming the Chairman of the Regional HAPNI.

DEVELOPMENT SERVICES REPORT

The Development Services Report having been circulated was taken as read.

Corporate Plan

The Head of Development Services (HDS) informed members that it was time to review the Corporate Plan and workshops would be held in October.

After discussion, it was agreed that a workshop would be held on Monday 20 October 2008 at 7pm.

Training for Local Economic Development
The HDS stated as members were aware it had not been possible to run the training for Local Economic Development on the 18 September.
She stated that it had been suggested that the training should be held over two evenings rather than a day.
After discussion it was agreed to hold the training on Tuesday 11 November 2008 at 6pm. It was also decided that a second date would be agreed for a follow-up meeting.

Strategic Review of Parading
The HDS informed members that following the meeting between NILGA representatives and the Strategic Review of Parading Body on 30 July to discuss the proposed role for Councils in the administration of local parades, NILGA had formulated a response.  A summary of views expressed by NILGA members were included in the report.  
The HDS pointed out that the Good Relations Officer had received a response from NILGA on 5 September and it had now been established that the deadline for response to the Strategic Review of Parading Body had been extended to 31 August.  She informed members that as this deadline had now passed Council should respond as soon as possible as it may still be considered.

Senior Citizens’ Christmas Function
The HDS informed members that the Senior Citizens’ Christmas Dinner had began as a ground-breaking community relations event between two senior citizens’ clubs in the early 1990s.  She stated that it had grown year on year as new clubs had formed with club members across Moyle totalling almost 200 in 2007.  She pointed out that two additional clubs had been formed in 2008 and requests had been made from other community groups on behalf of their senior citizens in towns and villages where no such clubs exist.
The HDS pointed out that events such as these were no longer considered as making a significant contribution in a Community/Good Relations context and ineligible for CRU monies, and consequently they have been withdrawn from Good Relations strategies across NI.  She stated that this event was now funded by the Council events budget.

She outlined alternative proposals, subject to equality advice, which included, Council working in association with other organisations such as help the Aged/Aged Concern or that Criteria be drawn up to offer grant assistance to groups who wish to organise a dinner for their senior citizens.

In reply to Councillor McIlroy, the HDS stated that the criteria would have to be drawn up and taken to Council for approval and then sent out to the Community Groups with a closing date of mid November.

Councillor McMullan pointed out that in some areas there was more than one Community Group and stated that strong criteria would have to be set.  He asked that his disagreement with this alternative approach e noted.  

Councillor McCambridge was in agreement with these comments and stated that if groups were being excluded then the alternatives should be abandoned.

After discussion it was agreed that criteria in relation to grant assistance for Senior Citizens’ Christmas functions be brought back to Council.
Local Democracy Week
The HDS informed members that the Good Relations Officer planned to arrange another Political Speed Dating event during Local Democracy Week.  She stated that this would provide an excellent opportunity for Councillors throughout Northern Ireland to focus on young people and engage them in their work.  She stated that it would also give the young people the opportunity to discuss local issues with their elected members.
The HDS informed members that the event was scheduled for the evening of Tuesday 14 October and that ideally the event required the attendance of at least 8 Councillors.
After discussion it was agreed that Councillors C McShane, Harding, Newcombe, M Black, McIlroy, McDonnell, Blaney and P McShane would commit to participating in the Political Speed Dating event.
Community Festivals Fund Second Round – Recommendations of Assessment Panel
The HDS informed members that the closing date for community festival events between 1 October 2008 and 31 March 2009 had been 4pm on Friday 29 August 2008.  She pointed out that a total of £5,900 had been committed in the first round for summer festival events, leaving a budget of £2,900.  She stated that the assessment panel had met on 9 September to assess the applications against the criteria stipulated, details of which were included in the report.
She informed members that seven applications received were deemed to be eligible for funding, all or in part of their costs, and after discussion it was agreed that two of the applications could not be scored as they were not eligible

The proposed grant assistance included, Bushmills Residents & Environment Forum (Christmas Lights Switch-on) £300, Corrymeela Community (A contemporary Nativity for Ballycastle) £500, Heart of the Glens Community Festival (Christmas Market & Festival of Lights) £300, Jack Horner & Mother Goose Community Playgroups (Santa Claus is coming to Moyle) £200 and Mosside Development Group (Christmas Lights Switch-on).  Mosside Development Group (Christmas dinner for older members of the Community – and Liscolman Community Association (Christmas festivities) was not eligible.

Peace III Partnership
The HDS informed members that each Council area in the new Peace 111 Partnership should be represented by two elected members and two social partners.  She stated that despite a public press notice and an information evening no potential social partners had come forward from the Moyle District.
She stated that a new press advertisement had now been published and the new closing date of 8 October and a mail shot would be issued from the Development Services to all the community organisations in the District to try and encourage interest.
The HDS referred to a copy of the press advertisement which had been circulated for information.
After discussion, it was agreed that dates in October would be investigated regarding a meeting for Peace III Partnership.
Phase 2 Costs for the Park opposite Hamill Terrace, Main Street, Bushmills
The HDS informed members that updated costs and drawings had been received from Groundwork NI for Phase 2 of the Park opposite Hamill Terrace on Main Street, Bushmills.  A copy of the drawings and costs were circulated for information.
After discussion, it was agreed to include Phase 2 costs for the park opposite Hamill Terrace, Main Street, Bushmills in the Rates Estimates 2009/10.
