Councillor McConaghy welcomed Ms Julie McMath, Planning Officer to the meeting.
Ms McMath introduced her colleague Warren McIlroy.

E/2010/0035/O Mr Stephen Graham, C/O Diamond Design Studio, 2d The Diamond, Ballycastle, BT54 6AW.  Location, opposite 48 Glen Road, Glenariff.  Proposed farm dwelling.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to no overriding reasons why this development was essential in this rural location and could not be located within a settlement, no visual link with an established group of buildings on the farm, lack of integration and failure to provide information as requested by the department.
Councillor McCambridge requested that this application be deferred for one month to allow for further information.

This was agreed.

Ms McMath stated that this application had been withdrawn.

Ms McMath stated that there had been one objection to this application.

There were no further objections to the above application, it was recommended for approval.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to insufficient information being provided to allow the department to assess the application.

Councillor Graham requested that this application be deferred for one month to allow for further information.

This was agreed.
E/2010/0199/O  Mr Liam Davidson, C/O 2020 Architects, 9a Linenhall Street, Ballymoney, BT53 6DP.  Location, Carrowreagh Road, Stranocum.  Proposed dwelling and detached garage.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to no overriding reasons why this development was essential in this rural location and could not be located within a settlement, the site not being associated with a focal point and was not located at a cross roads, build-up, detrimental change to the rural character of the countryside and unsatisfactory access arrangements.
Councillor Harding requested an Office Meeting to provide additional information.

This was agreed.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to no overriding reasons why this development was essential in this rural location and could not be located within a settlement, visual impact greater than the existing building, lack of integration, build up and detrimental change to rural character of the countryside.
Councillor McMullan requested an Office Meeting to provide additional information.

This was agreed.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to no overriding reasons why this development was essential in this rural location and could not be located within a settlement, the proposed development is not sited within the established curtilage of the existing dwelling, ribbon development, lack of integration and detrimental change to the rural character of the countryside.
Councillor C McShane requested an Office Meeting to provide additional information.

This was agreed.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to inadequate visibility splays, the proposed development would not be acceptable as it was not possible to provide a street as defined by the Private Streets (NI) Order 1980 for adoption by the Department.
Councillor McMullan requested an Office Meeting to provide additional information.

This was agreed.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to no overriding reasons why this development was essential in this rural location and could not be located within a settlement, ribbon development, prominence, lack of integration, build up and detrimental change to rural character.
Councillor McConaghy requested an Office Meeting to provide additional information.

This was agreed.

There were no objections to the above application, it was recommended for approval.

Ms McMath stated that the above application was recommended for refusal due to no overriding reasons why this development was essential in this rural location and could not be located within a settlement, build up, ribbon development, detrimental change to rural character of the countryside, failure to provide a quality residential environment, detrimental change to the rural character of the AONB, no demonstrable need has been identified by the NIHE which could not be met in the settlement and substandard road geomentry.

After discussion, Councillor McMullan requested that the application be deferred for one month.

This was agreed.

E/2009/0300/F  Mr R Russell, C/O GM Design Associates Ltd, 22 Lodge Road, Coleraine, BT52 1NB.  Location, 70a Whitepark Road, Ballycastle.  Proposed retention and alterations to existing building to provide a garage/staff annex similar to that previously approved but with a slightly amended design and position.
Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to adverse effect to the amenities of the rural area as the proposal was not considered ancillary to the existing property and no case of need had been provided to justify the proposal and that there were no overriding reasons why this development was essential in this rural location and could not be located within a settlement.

E/2010/0079/F  Mr J Icholl, C/O Newline Architects, 57C Bellishill Road, Castledawson.  Location, 21 Drumnagee Road, Carn Hill, Lisnagunogue, Bushmills.  Proposed change of access details to previously approved application E/2007/0314/RM to comprise of dual laneway detail.
E/2010/2010/0085/F  Mr B McKay, C/O Market Studio, 14 Market Road, Ballymena, BT43 6EL.  Location, 70m north of 146 Clady Road, Cushendun.  Proposed new single storey dwelling and garage on a farm.

There were no objections to the above two applications, they were recommended for approval.

It was agreed that the Planning Office Meeting would be held on 2nd December 2010.

Councillors C and P McShane left the meeting at this point.

ROADS PROGRAMME – AUTUMN CONSULTATION


Councillor McConaghy welcomed Mr John McKinley and Mr Campbell from Roads 

Service to the meeting.  

Mr McKinley stated that the main purpose of this presentation was to update members with work to date this year.  He stated that in a News Release the Minister had welcomed the Programme to date as the best use of resources in the delivery of public services.

He stated that there had been a wide range of local schemes planned and delivered.  He informed members that with an ever tightening budget they were committed to high quality Roads and Maintenance schemes as resources would permit.

Mr McKinley stated that he would read through the report and would take any questions afterwards.
With regard to resurfacing, he informed members that a total of 4.12km had been completed at a cost of £363,000 including areas in Armoy, Ballycastle, Cushendall and Bushmills.

In terms of Footway resurfacing, Mr McKinley stated that there had been 0.39km of resurfacing at a cost of £10,000, including areas in Ballycastle, Cushendall and Waterfoot.

Mr McKinley stated that 45.4km of Surface Dressing had been completed at a cost of £275,000 in various areas of Moyle including Rathlin Island. 
He stated that with regard to progress on Drainage £55,000 had been invested with works being undertaken in Cushendun, Ballinlea, Ballykenver, Liscolman and Cushendall.

Mr McKinley outlined progress on Major Utility Works and planned works for October 2010 – March 2011.

Winter Service was discussed with regard to weather and gritting of roads and members viewed a map of the gritting routes that were included on the salting schedule for 2010-2011.

Councillor McDonnell left the meeting at this point.

Mr Campbell stated that the severe weather last year had meant many lessons had been learned.  He stated that all depots had been stocked up.
In reply to Councillor M Black, Mr Campbell stated that there were criteria for the provision of salt boxes.  

Mr McKinley stated that he would be willing to consider requests for Salt Boxes.
Councillor McDonnell returned to the meeting at this point.

Mr McKinley stated that in terms of Minor Works the Kilns Road realignment and footway provision was almost complete at a cost of £220,000.

He referred to Traffic Schemes in various locations including Bushmills Town, Main Street and Primary School, Lisnagunogue Village, Castle Street, Ballycastle, Barnish Primary School, Ballyvoy and Bayview Road, Ballycastle.  He also outlined progress on proposed works for 2010/11.

Mr McKinley outlined progress on Highway Structures at Altadreen and Bonamargy which had been completed.

With regard to Street Lighting, members were informed that 25 had been installed in various locations at Ballycastle and Knocknacarry.  He outlined locations in Ballycastle and Cushendun which were due for upgrade if further resources become available.

Mr McKinley outlined Major Works Schemes none of which impacted directly on Moyle.

Councillor McMullan enquired about Ballyvoy Village and asked if signage similar to that at Atlantic Avenue could be placed en route to Barnish School.

Mr Campbell stated that he would raise this but that he was aware that this area had been reassessed recently and as such the primary school was not as high on the list of priorities as other schools.  He stated that he hoped that the works carried out to date would help to reduce the speed of traffic into the village.
Councillors Blaney and McIlroy left the meeting at this point.

Councillor M Black thanked Roads Service for works carried out at Bayview Road, Ballycastle and asked if the Road Humps were standard size.

Mr Campbell confirmed that these were standard size.

Councillor C McShane thanked Roads Service for the works at Kilns Road, Ballycastle

Councillor McAllister left the meeting at this point.

Councillor McIlroy left the meeting at this point.

Councillor P McShane referred to works ongoing at Marconi’s Cottage and stated that he felt that it was a disgrace that a Public Right of Way had been closed off.  He stated that there was also dumping along the length of the road.  He stated that this Road needed to be returned to its former glory.
Councillor M Black agreed with these comments and stated that the sooner this road was restored the better.

Mr McKinley stated that he had been told that the barriers would be removed this week and as far as possible the road would be restored  to its former condition.

After discussion, it was agreed with reference to barriers erected at Marconi’s cottage, Carrickmore Road that if these were not removed within a week that a letter would be sent to the Minister.

Councillor P McShane stated that the Grey Man’s Path and Fairhead also needed to be accessed.  He stated that these landmarks were world renowned and in nearly every walkers brochure.  He stated that Roads Service jurisdiction ended at the front door but that Council needed to ensure that there was a Right of Way beyond the Road to enable walkers to reach these destinations.

The Clerk confirmed that there was no Right of Way beyond the public road but that this route was regularly used by the public.

After further discussion, it was agreed that the Countryside Officer would be asked to clarify the situation with regard to a public right of way to Grey Man’s path and Fairhead from Carrickmore Road.

Councillor McIlroy stated that he wished to send best wishes to John Young for a long and happy retirement.

All members wished to be associated with these remarks.

Councillor McConaghy referred to works carried out at Causeway Road and Currysheskin.  He stated that one result of the investigation that he disagreed with was the conclusion that Roads Service had not taken part in flooding investigations previously.  He stated that he could assure members that Roads Service had previously been involved.
Mr McKinley stated that it was not his intention to mislead and informed members that this may have been prior to the Ballymoney and Moyle amalgamation.  He stated that he was happy to meet again to discuss findings and review comments made.  He stated that this was a complex drainage issue.
In reply to Councillor McConaghy. Mr McKinley stated that with regard to the rock face slippage at Carrick-a-rede, initial assessments had been carried out and that this would be progressed to the next level.  He stated that he would keep Council up to date with progress on this subject.

Councillors M Black and P McShane left the meeting at this point.

Councillor thanked Mr McKinley and Mr Campbell from Roads Service.

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH AND ENFORCEMENT REPORT

The Environmental Health and Enforcement Report, having been circulated, was taken as read.

Councillor O Black left the meeting at this point.
Electric Blanket Testing Day

The HEE stated that Moyle Home Accident Prevention Group held an Electric Blanket Testing Day on 20th October 2010 in Sheskburn House, Ballycastle.

He informed members that the aim of the event was to identify unsafe electric blankets and take them out of use, he stated that 24 of the 29 blankets tested failed.

The HEE stated that the overall failure rate of the blankets tested was 83%.  He informed members that nine new electric blankets were given to those whose blankets failed the test and these were supplied by PC Electrics, Ballycastle.

Councillor Harding stated that she was amazed to see some of the blankets which were still in use and informed members that she was horrified to think of how many blankets in use had not been tested.  She thanked members for organising the event.

Addendum
Petroleum (Production) ACT (NI) 1964

The HEE stated that as members may be aware DETI proposed to grant a licence under the above Act for Rathlin Island.  He stated that details were attached.

Councillor M Black stated that the Islanders were stressed with the issue.
The HEE stated that similar explorations had been carried out at Ballinlea Road, Antrim and Carrickfergus.

Councillor McIlroy left the meeting at this point.

Councillor Harding enquired if it would be possible for landowners to refuse to allow this.

After discussion, it was agreed, with regard to the proposal to grant a licence under the Petroleum (Production) Act (NI) 1964, that the HEE would investigate the possibility of land owners refusing to allow their land to be included and to obtain views of the RDCA.

Trees at Shore Road, Cushendall
Councillor McMullan stated that he would like a letter to be sent to Cushendall Golf Club drawing their attention to the dangerous state of the trees on Shore Road.  He stated that a family had to leave their house in recent bad weather for fear that these would come down.  He informed members that he did not know if council could be held responsible if something occurred.  He stated that these trees needed to be pruned back.
After discussion it was agreed to send a letter to the Golf Club and to check the Lease with this regard.

DEVELOPMENT SERVICES REPORT

The Development Services Report, having been circulated, was taken as read.

In the absence of the HDS the Clerk delivered the report.
Good Relations 6 Month Update
Councillor McConaghy welcomed the Good Relations Officer (GRO) to the meeting and invited him to make his presentation.

The GRO thanked members.  He stated that the Two year Good Relations Action Plan in conjunction with Blu Zebra was endorsed by Council.  He stated that 2010/11 was the final year. 
The GRO outlined the PFG Statement on Shared and Better Future; that this is a unified good relations and good race relations policy; it addresses new communities / host communities; it carries forward shared and racial equality objectives and is based on identifiable local needs and priorities.
He stated that the CRU guidelines for the Action Plan were that it complements the PEACE III plan and clearly outlined how it currently linked to Shared Future and the Racial Equality Strategy – and by implication the Programme for Cohesion and Integration – the successor of these two strategies.
Councillor McDonnell returned to the meeting.

He outlined the 2010/11 Action Plan   and the Themes involved.  Enhancing Civic Leadership – Promoting Good Relations by example.  Promoting Good Relations.  Supporting Community Engagement toward a Shared Community.  Addressing the visible manifestations of sectarianism and racism in the Moyle area and understanding & Celebrating Cultural Diversity.

With regard to theme one, the GRO stated that work carried out included the Political Speed Dating event in which local youth and elected members took part and interacted.  He stated that the young people really enjoyed this event and it was hoped to build upon this.  He informed members that the Diversity Calendars raised awareness and education on different traditions and backgrounds.

The GRO stated that theme two, Promoting Good Relations was achieved through coverage in the Moyle Matters Council publication and through the RPA Cluster in the work carried out for the new Good Relations Strategy.  He stated that this work was at the consultation phase and that he wished to consult with members.  He asked if members would meet for one hour before the Council Meeting of 20th December to discuss this matter.

Councillors P Mc Shane and McIlroy returned to the meeting.

This was agreed.

The GRO stated that theme of Supporting Community Engagement toward a Shared Community was achieved through financial support to groups e.g. Grants and through training and capacity building such as the WEA ‘Us and Them’ training.  He stated that it was hoped to have additional training in January.

In relation to theme four the GRO stated that extensive work had been carried out in relation to mural reimaging in Liscolman.  He stated that the cultural and local identity had been utilised in a positive way to represent the local community to the outside world.

The GRO stated that the theme of Understanding and Celebrating Cultural Diversity was complimented by works carried out through the Schools programme and Corrymeela and also consultation regarding the Bushmills Bonfire.  He stated that the Bonfire consultation was a work in progress and that the conclusion would be brought back to Council.
Upcoming events were outlined including Christmas activities, Arts event, work with Ethnic Minorities, the Parades issue, Cultural showcases and the Moyle Community Culture project.

The GRO referred to the wider context and stated that the changing policy context in relation to Cohesion, Sharing and Integration would affect work carried out at all levels.

Councillor Graham congratulated the GRO on work carried out in Liscolman.  He stated that all involved were very pleased with the results of the mural reimaging.  He congratulated the GRO on works carried out in Bushmills also.

Councillor McIlroy enquired why the training delivered was entitled ‘Us and Them’ if it was to promote Good Relations.
The GRO stated that this was simply the name of the training offered but that the training related to the shared future strategy.

Councillor Harding left the meeting at this point.

In reply to Councillor Newcombe, the GRO stated that the World War One theme of the mural in Liscolman did not glorify war mongering or conflict but rather a local representation of service and loss.  He stated that it was felt that this mural best represented stories of local people and moved away from a more negative imaging.

Councillor McDonnell returned to the meeting.

In reply to Councillor McMullan the GRO confirmed that if successful there could be match funding sourced for next year through Peace III.  He stated that he was not sure about EU funding but that perhaps there was a chance of lottery funding.

Councillor Hartin left the meeting at this point.

In reply to Councillor McIlroy, the GRO stated that the Good Relations Working Group had met in August and that information had been circulated to members.
Councillor C McShane thanked the GRO for his presentation.  She informed members that it was important to remember that Equality takes predominance and that out of Equality comes Good Relations.

Councillor P McShane thanked the officer for his presentation.  He stated that Good Relations had come a long way in the past 20 years.  He stated that he was delighted to hear comments in the chamber of no ‘us and them’.  He informed members that he hoped that further differences could be ironed out through the Good Relations Strategy.

Councillor McConaghy thanked the GRO for his presentation.
Community Small Grants Scheme Application – Ballintoy Young @ Heart Club

The Clerk stated that an application for a Community Small grant had been received from Ballintoy Young @ Heart Club, who aimed to stop isolation and encourage the older population within the community to participate in group activities such as the luncheon club, arts and crafts and bingo.  He stated that the project applied for was ‘Arts & Crafts’, a 6 week course of arts and crafts commencing in December

Community Small Grants Scheme Application – Glenariff Improvement Group

The Clerk stated that an application for a Community Small grant had been received from Glenariff Improvement Group, who aimed to improve the lives and surroundings of the residents of their community through a range of social and fundraising activities and through working with the statutory bodies.  He informed members that the Association were requesting a grant of £100 to help cover the cost of their Christmas event.  

Community Small Grants Scheme Application – Ballintoy & District Community Development Association

The Clerk stated that an application for a Community Small grant had been received from Ballintoy & District Community Development Association, who work with the statutory organisations and develop an annual programme of events to benefit the area and enhance the social, economic and physical wellbeing of the village of Ballintoy and the surrounding area.  The Clerk stated that the total cost of the project was £560; he informed members that the Association were requesting a grant of £100 to help cover the cost of the event. 
After discussion,


Councillor M Black proposed,





Seconded by Councillor C McShane and resolved,

“That Community Small Grants Scheme Application be approved for Ballintoy Young @ Heart Club, Glenariff Improvement Group and Ballintoy & District Community Development Association.”

Councillor McDonnell objected to this proposal.
On a vote being taken, there were seven in favour of and 1 against the proposal which was carried.

Senior Citizens’ Christmas Event Grant

Guidelines and application forms for the grant scheme were issued to all community groups held on the Council database. Twenty applications were received from a wide range of groups and assessed by the Community Grants Assessment Panel. Eighteen of these applications were deemed eligible for award.

The requested amount of financial support that was deemed eligible exceeded that of the total budget of £3000 and it is recommended that each group’s award is reduced on a proportional basis. 
The recommended reward for each group was outlined.

After discussion, it was agreed to approve grants as detailed in the report for the Senior Citizen’s Christmas Event Grant.

Addendum 1

Proposed collaborative approach to Local Economic Development between DETI, Invest NI and Local Councils

The Clerk stated that on Tuesday 2nd of November DETI and Invest NI jointly invited all Councils to a meeting in Dungannon to discuss the future roll out of Local Economic Development funding, namely the LED measure of the EU Competitiveness Programme.  He informed members that twenty three of the twenty six councils attended the event and a proposal was put forward by Invest NI to local councils that they were keen to work collaboratively with Councils to increase the spend activity in the EU Sustainable Competitiveness programme that was currently underspent by £22million. 

The Clerk stated that to move the proposal of collaborative working between Councils and Invest NI forward, DETI had suggested setting up a sector working group and they had asked that Council nominate either a council officer or elected representative to sit on the group. He informed members that the objective of the sector working group was to draft themes for project ideas and detail the costs said projects. He stated that proposals with costs were expected from the group the end of January 2011 and by the end of April 2011, it was expected the application process to fund the project will begin.   He stated that it has not been agreed how many or where the meetings of the group would take place but it was important that a rural perspective be included in the grouping. He stated that DETI had prepared a brief synopsis of what the EU Competitiveness Programme could and could not support which was attached to this addendum. 

After discussion, it was agreed to nominate an officer representative for the DETI, Invest NI Sectoral Working group. 
Addendum 2
Community Infrastructure Fund – Request from Cushendun GAC for extension to grant spend

The Clerk stated that Cushendun GAC was awarded two grants under the 2010/11 Community Infrastructure Fund 2010/11.  He informed members that the grants were offered to assist with their proposed pavilion extension, providing additional changing rooms, stores, meeting room and catering facilities at the hurling pitch in Cushendun.  He stated that £1,004.53 was awarded under ‘Technical Costs’ towards Phase One of the project and £8,437.06 under ‘Capital Costs’ for Phase Two.

The Clerk stated that Phase One was almost complete and the Club was currently in the process of applying for match funding from Sports Council NI for Phase Two, however they had now been advised that the likelihood of securing funding before summer 2011 was low.  He stated that if the Club were to begin construction before securing this Sports Council funding, then they would automatically become ineligible to apply for it.

He informed members that in order to allow them the opportunity of secure this match funding from Sports Council NI, Cushendun GAC was requesting that Council allow the Capital Grant awarded to be spent in the 2011/12 financial year.
