The CDBCO stated that inspections had been carried out and the criteria relating to issuing the Occasional Entertainments Licences had been met.  He referred to an objection which had been received and stated that this was not relevant to the Occasional Entertainments Licence.

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH DEPARTMENT’S REPORT


The Environmental Health Department’s Report, having been circulated, was taken as read.

Collection of Abandoned Motor Vehicles

The Director of District Services (DDS) stated that with the implementation of the End of Life Vehicles Directive which requires the de-pollution of vehicles, the Council can no longer enter into ‘ad-hoc’ arrangements with scrap dealers for the uplift of abandoned vehicles.  He added that following a tender process facilitated by Environment & Heritage Service on behalf of Councils, Portglenone Peugeot Parts has been awarded the contract to collect such vehicles on behalf of the Council.

He pointed out that all costs in meeting the contract will be met by Environment & Heritage Service as part of the ‘New Burdens Fund’.

In reply to Councillor McIlroy, the DDS stated that he would find out if Rathlin was included in the Contract.

In reply to Councillor Harding, the DDS stated that if an abandoned vehicle is in a dangerous position, it can be removed immediately.
