She stated that it was definitely not the case that Council was sponsoring this individual’s application.

There were no objections from members to the above application, it was recommended for approval.

Mr Walker stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to not meriting an exceptional case in that it had not been demonstrated that the proposed new building was visually linked or sited to cluster with an established group of buildings on the farm, lack of integration, prominence and detrimental change to the rural character of the countryside.
Councillor McDonnell requested an Office Meeting for additional information.
This was agreed.

He stated that this would be one of many dwellings on the farm. He informed members that the other end was occupied by a sister and brother.  He informed members that the applicant and his son were widowers and that the Planning Service were trying to tell them how to live their lives.  He stated that they had Human Rights and that they should not be dictated to in this way.
Councillor McCambridge stated that she was in support of this application.

Councillor P McShane requested an Office Meeting for this application for additional information.

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH AND ENFORCEMENT REPORT

The Environmental Health and Enforcement Report, having been circulated, was taken as read.
Dog Kennelling
Councillor McIlroy left the meeting at this point.

The HEE stated that the USPCA closed Benvarden on 31st July.  He informed members that Council was advised on Tuesday 6th July that our dogs would not be accepted from 9th July, subsequently a reprieve was granted until the 31st July.
He stated that interim measures had been put in place regarding stray dogs, but at present we did not have any arrangements in place regarding unwanted dogs.

The HEE stated that Benvarden Kennels had been taken over by the previous kennel manager as a re-homing centre for dogs and renamed as BARK.  He informed members that as an interim measure Council should consider using these facilities to re-home unwanted dogs.

After discussion, 


Councillor McAllister proposed,


Seconded by Councillor M Black and resolved,

“That Council use BARK for re-homing unwanted dogs and pay a cost equivalent to that of euthanizing and disposing of such dogs, £25.  It was also agreed that Council would tender for a complete service similar to that previously provided by the USPCA.”
Councillors C & P McShane returned to the meeting.

Welfare of Animals Bill

Councillor McIlroy returned to the meeting.

The HEE stated that the Welfare of Animals Bill was at its first reading stage and comments were invited.  He informed members that the Bill updates the 1972 Welfare of Animal Act.  He stated that the Bill provided that Councils may enforce animal welfare legislation.  He stated that this may have resource issues which were outlined in the draft response circulated to members.

After discussion, 

Councillor M Black proposed,

Seconded by Councillor McAllister and resolved,

“That Council approve the draft response to the Welfare of Animals Bill.”

Consultation Regarding the Future of Bus Operator Licensing in Northern Ireland

The HEE stated that attached as Appendix 1 was the draft response to the above consultation which was available at www.roadsafetyni.gov.uk. He informed members that this had been produced in consultation with Nigel Flynn of NACT and Billy Moore of Roe Valley.  He stated that there were 3 main aspects to the consultation: - to change the current licensing arrangements for operators of buses (both commercial and community), to prohibit passengers from drinking alcohol on the buses and to apply control to the places where operators keep buses (operating centres).

The HEE outlined Licensing, the Carriage of Alcohol and Control of operating centres.  He informed members that in conclusion the EQIA published with the consultation shows effects on a significant number of Section 75 groups and the rural communities.  He stated that these effects should be properly quantified before any decision to proceed with the proposed changes was contemplated.

The HEE referred to the Addendum report and stated that a letter was attached from DOE regarding the consultation and that this clarified a major issue highlighted in the initial report, the possibility of volunteer groups needing a Cat D or D1 licence.  He informed members that volunteer drivers could now drive with a Cat B licence (normal driving licence) provided that they were over 21, as long as there was no reward and the activities complied with relevant driving licence regulations.  He stated that out of pocket expenses may be recouped.

After discussion, the HEE recommended approval of his amended response.

Councillor C McShane requested that she be permitted to bring forward item 9 on the agenda.

This was agreed.

Motion from Councillor C McShane
“That this Council rejects the Dept of Environment’s proposals to phase out the 10b permit system.  Such a proposal, if implemented, will have an adverse impact on the sustainability of community organisations and on the lives of vulnerable people who live in isolated rural areas.”

Councillor C McShane stated that she would recommend the approval of the response drafted by the HEE.  She stated that the proposed changes would have a serious impact on Section 75 groups.  She stated that North Antrim had a very large rural and elderly population and that the lifeblood was the community transport system.  She stated that this was used by groups such as Moyle Gateway and the GAA Clubs and that other groups were also reliant upon this service. She informed members that she hoped that many of the groups using the service would respond to the consultation.  She stated that she believed that the publication of this plan was a ticked box exercise.

After discussion,


Councillor C McShane propsed,


Seconded by Councillor Blaney,

“That Council respond to this consultation to reject the plans and agree the response proposed by the HEE.”
Councillor Blaney stated that they had tried to sneak this legislation through.

Councillor McDonnell stated that this was a money issue and informed members that he felt that anyone driving a community bus should be of the same standard as bus drivers. He informed members that they had captive customers in their car and that they should be up to an agreed standard. He stated that he did not therefore agree with the response.
Councillor C McShane stated that there would be ten cars of young people travelling instead of the Community bus.

Councillor McMullan stated that the vulnerable should not be punished by the removal of this service.
Councillor McAllister stated that the vulnerable should not be excluded but that he agreed with Councillor McDonnell that there should not be any less competent drivers. He stated that this would put a price on life.

After further discussion, on a vote being taken on the proposal, there were 9 votes in favour of and 3 against the proposal which was carried.

Councillor Hartin declared an interest as a member of NACT.
Fuel Poverty Consultation
After discussion, it was agreed that the response to the Fuel Poverty Consultation would be brought to Council in an Interim Report.

Councillor McIlroy proposed,


Seconded by Councillor Blaney and resolved,


“That the Environmental Health and Enforcement Report be adopted.”
Consultation on Public Assemblies, Parades and Protests in Northern Ireland
Councillor Blaney stated that in relation to another consultation on Public Assemblies, 

Parades and Protests in Northern Ireland, he wished a letter to be sent to the OFMDFM to object to these proposals.

Councillor C McShane stated that there should be clarification on this issue as she felt that this did not include all assemblies.

Councillor O Black stated that she was in support of Councillor Blaney and informed members that he had attended this event and that Council should note his concerns.

Councillor McIlroy stated that members could reply individually to the consultation.

DEVELOPMENT SERVICES REPORT

The Development Services Report, having been circulated, was taken as read.
Moyle Community Culture Project

The HDS stated that recent consultation for the development of the Peace III Phase II Action Plan has led to the possibility of a District Council specific project across the North East Cluster area of local Councils.

She stated that a draft project bid for the Moyle area has been developed entitled “Moyle Community Culture” and was proposed to take place over an eighteen month period between Summer 2011 to December 2012. 

She informed members that one of the strengths of Moyle lay in the cultural heritage of the people and place. She stated that both the Ulster-Scots and Irish traditional movements enjoyed high levels of support contextualised in a District which was renowned for its myth, fable and legend. She stated that recent community development and good relations practice would suggest that dedicated time, energy and resources invested into local villages through a focussed process of engagement has seen tangible manifestations of positive change. She stated that these developments evidenced a positive progression in community identity and expression and this project sought to nurture that process and enhance it making it real for communities across the District. 

The HDS stated that the main aim of the Community Culture project was to enhance cultural traditions through visual imagery in the Moyle District Council area to promote strong and confident communities, grounded in its own identity with strengthened relationships on a cross community basis. The projects legacy will be a tangible expression of this and present communities in a positive and welcoming fashion with the potential to develop as a cultural tourism product.

The HDS stated that criteria would be developed to select six communities in the Moyle District Council area for a £10,000 development fund each to work on a cultural traditions programme. Through a process of engagement with communities, initially on a single identity basis, cultural traditions sessions would be offered as part of a learning and educational process. She informed members that the project would examine issues of identity and cultural expression and how this can be further enhanced and developed through visual imagery using a variety of media, for example, sculptures, murals, emblems, spaces.

She stated that the Community Culture Project, subject to Council ratification, would be integrated into Moyle District Council’s Good Relations Strategy and take into account other regional development programmes to ensure complimentarity with other Development projects (e.g. Peace III Programme 6 and RDP North East Village Renewal Programme).

The HDS stated that the project was at a draft stage and has been endorsed by the Moyle Good Relations Working Group and there was ongoing consultation with the local community. She stated that the Project would need to be ratified by Council, the North East Peace III Partnership, the Peace III Consortium and ultimately the SEUPB, who could be expected to make a decision by early 2011.
After discussion,


Councillor M Black proposed,


Seconded by Councillor McIlroy and resolved,

“That Council agree to endorse the Moyle Community Culture Project bid as part of the North East Peace III Programme.”

Village Renewal 

The HDS stated that funding had been made available under the Village Renewal Measure of the Rural Development Programme for up to 75% to assist with the Regeneration of Villages.  She informed members that the Village Renewal Measure would welcome preliminary applications from groups either wanting to produce a Village Plan (Phase I) or for those who have an eligible plan to implement a project or projects (Phase II).  She informed members that a deadline for preliminary applications for Year 1 of the programme is set for the 4th of October 2010.  She informed members that Short listed Villages would be invited to submit full applications, for those who were deemed eligible and who met the criteria, grant assistance up to 75% of the costs, in the case of Village Plans £5,250 and for projects £62,000 was available.     

The HDS stated that information sessions would be held from 7pm to 9pm at the following locations; 7th September Ballymoney, Acorn Business Centre, 8th September  Broughshane, Houston’s Mill, 9th September Larne, Willowbank Business Park, 15th September Garvagh, Community Buildings and16th September Armoy, Tilly Mollys.
She stated that the Village Renewal Facilitator Caroline Carey could be contacted with enquiries, email ccarey@moyle-council.org or Telephone Moyle District Council 028 2076 2225.  
Councillor P McShane stated that this was an excellent idea.

Councillor O Black stated that she would like to see empowered communities and community ownership of village plans.

The HDS stated that Council would be working with the communities to ensure that they avail of this opportunity where possible.

After discussion, It was agreed in principle to submit preliminary application to North East RDP Village Renewal measure for the production of Village Plans in villages in Moyle that do not have a current Village Plan, subject to sufficient interest from community groups in these villages.

Meeting regarding traffic issues in Ballycastle
The HDS stated that a meeting would be held on Wednesday 25th August at 10:30 in the Council offices with Ballycastle Town Partnership, Chamber of Commerce, Council Officers Roads Service and PSNI in attendance.  She informed members that they were welcome to attend.
