APOLOGIES AND CHAIRMAN’S BUSINESS
Apologies were received on behalf of Councillor D McAllister.
Chairman’s Business
Expression of Sympathy

Councillor Graham stated that he would like to offer his heartfelt sympathy to the family of the late Robert Callaghan who had been killed in a terrible accident whilst out walking his dogs on Saturday evening.
All members wished to be associated with these comments.

Layout of Agenda
Councillor McMullan stated that he would like Council to consider the layout of Agendas for meetings regarding presentations.
He stated that he felt that presentations should be placed at the end of the Agenda as often they were quite long and by the time members were making important decisions on the reports they were tired.

After discussion,


Councillor McMullan proposed,


Seconded by Councillor McConaghy,


“That presentations be placed at the end of the Agenda.”

Councillor McDonnell stated that there would be no means of giving those making any presentation a time to attend.

Councillor McMullan stated that he was sure that this was the way this had been previously and informed members that individuals presenting would just have to be told that there may be a wait.
Councillor McIlroy disagreed with these comments and stated that if Council invited a presentation it should be at the beginning of the meeting.  He informed members that if however they required to come to speak to Council then they could be at the end of the meeting.

Councillor McConaghy stated that this was usually the case.

Councillor Newcombe agreed with these comments and stated that he felt that a lot of presentations would be shorter if they were later on the agenda.

After discussion,


Councillor McIlroy proposed an amendment,

Seconded by Councillor Hartin,

“That with regard to presentations at Council meetings the Chairman and Chief Executive would decide the layout of the Agenda.”
On a vote being taken on the amendment there were nine votes in favour of and five against the amendment which was carried.

Country Medical Centre

Councillor Graham stated that he had received a letter asking for Council’s support for the application by Mr Allen Mathewson to open a pharmacy at the Country Medical Centre, Dry Arch and was requesting Council’s support in this matter.
Councillor McMullan stated that this might create a dangerous precedent.
Councillor Graham informed members that Mr Mathewson owned a chemist in Ballymoney and that he wished to take on this commitment at the Country Medical Centre on a full time basis.

Councillor McCambridge stated that she felt that it was wrong to back this application against the advice of the governing body of pharmacies.

Councillor P McShane stated that pharmacy licences were being applied for their worth at present and urged Council to be cautious in giving support to this application.

Councillor McConaghy stated that there were four or five medical practitioners there at present and a part-time pharmacy with an application to extend the hours of this practice.
After discussion,


Councillor Graham proposed,


Seconded by Councillor McConaghy,


“That Council support this application.”

On a vote being taken, there were six in favour of and none against the proposal which was carried.

It was therefore agreed that a letter would be sent from Council in support of the application for a full time pharmacy at the Country Medical Centre, Dry Arch.

APPLICATIONS FOR PLANNING PERMISSION
Councillor Graham welcomed Ms Julie McMath, Planning Officer to the meeting.
E/2007/0273/F  TBC Properties, C/O Des Ewing Chartered Architects, The Studio, 13 Bangor Road, Hollywood, BT1 80NU.  Location, 45 Harbour Road, Ballintoy.  Proposed replacement dwelling along with detached store, works access and associated site works (amendments received)

Ms McMath stated that there were no objections to the above application and that it was recommended for approval.  She outlined the 17 representations and informed members that these referred to scale of the building, finish not in keeping, AONB, adjacent to a listed building, visibility, overlooking, no main sewerage waste water disposal, proximity of sewage disposal and location of sceptic tank.  She informed members that plans had been amended and that it was felt that these were more appropriate and that Environmental Health had confirmed that the position of the sceptic tank was now in compliance with the standard.

Councillor Graham stated that there were great problems with this application and with the size and position of the proposed dwelling.  He stated that one of the objectors was in the public gallery and had asked permission to address Council.

Councillor C McShane stated that she was not in objection to a replacement dwelling but to the size and scale.  She informed members that this proposed development was 30% bigger than the original dwelling. She referred to the placement of the sceptic tank and enquired if PPS21 was investigated with regard to this.  She stated that Mr Bell would speak in more detail about this application.
Mr Bell stated that he was not opposed to a replacement dwelling but that the proposed dwelling was double fronted and two storey in height.  He outlined the size of the proposed replacement dwelling. He informed members that a sewage system would be put in place in the back corner of the property and stated that this was just over the wall where he would sit in his garden.  He informed members that under PPS21 it had been established that a sceptic tank should be placed not less than 15m from a dwelling, he stated that this tank was less than 5m from the rear return.  He stated that the BS standard was 7m and informed members that this tank was less than 7m from the extension.
He informed members that he would like a deferment of this application to discuss the matter further.

Councillor C McShane enquired if a deferment could be granted.

Ms McMath stated that Council could agree or disagree with the departments decision.  She informed members that the department had investigated the application and considered the letters of objection and that it was felt that these had been dealt with to their satisfaction.  She informed members that the issue of the sceptic tank had been passed by Environmental Health and that the BS standard did take precedence over PPS21.
In reply to Mr Bell, Ms McMath stated that the building was 1 ½ storey.

Councillor McIlroy informed members that as stated there was no objection to replacement but the scale and design.  He stated that there was a 33% increase and informed members that he felt that this was over the top.  He stated that some consideration should also be given to the issue of the sceptic tank as this would affect the Harbour Road on a summer evening.  He stated that the objections to this project were reasonable and asked that the planning officer be reasonable in allowing a deferment.
Councillor P McShane stated that this was a quality of life issue and that Council must turn this application down.
In reply to Councillor P McShane the HEE stated that his department had been consulted throughout and informed members that under BS6279 the sceptic tank was 7m from the nearest dwelling. 

Councillor McShane enquired about the house which was being built and informed members that the tank was 5m from this residence.

The HEE stated that the legislation was in place to stop nuisance to other people and to offer protection to other properties not served by the tank.

Councillor Newcombe left the meeting at this point.

Councillor M Black stated that it was obvious that all Councillors were against the approval of this application.

After discussion,


Councillor C McShane proposed,


Seconded by Councillor Graham,


“That the application be deferred for further discussion.”
On a vote being taken there were thirteen for and one against the proposal which was carried.

Councillor O Black declared an interest in this application.

Councillor P McShane left the meeting at this point.

E/2008/0038/F Mr T McMullan, 26 Coleman Avenue, Liscolman, Ballymoney.  Location, house at 26 Coleman Avenue, Liscolman.  Proposed raising of roof to full 2 storey height over main building.  Build new sun lounge extension to rear left gable.

There were no objections to the above two applications, they were recommended for approval.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to failure to provide a quality residential environment, unacceptable town cramming, unacceptable roads layout, failure to provide adequate details to allow a Private Street Determination under the Private Streets (NI) Order and waste water treatment and / or sewerage system capacity is not available for the proposed development.

Councillor McIlroy stated that it was a pity for Mosside as he informed members that it could do with an extension.  He stated that perhaps the applicant could reduce the scale of the development.

E/2008/0144/F  Mr S Christie, C/O Hunter Associates, 8 Charlotte Street, Ballymoney, BT53 6AY.  Location, lands adjacent to Seasons Cottages, 5 Carrowcrin Road, Armoy.  Proposed tourist development to provide 9 dwellings.  An enlargement of the existing holiday cottage development providing more accommodation and amenity space.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to being contrary to CTY1 in that there was no case of tourism need and unsatisfactory access arrangements.

Councillor M Black stated that she was very disappointed that this application had been refused.  She stated that the applicant had in place now the case study which had been requested by the planning department and was ready to discuss access arrangements.

Ms McMath stated that if there was additional information she was willing to defer the application for an Office Meeting.

This was agreed.

BUILDING CONTROL REPORT


The Building Control Report, having been circulated, was taken as read.

Requests for Bi-lingual Street Nameplates

The HBC stated that Council would recall that a number of requests had been received from residents/occupants for dual street nameplates to be erected, which had previously been suspended due to budgetary constraints.  He informed members that since then, a further number of requests had been submitted and gave members an update on all current applications received.  He categorised these as applications previously considered by Council, with surveys of residents already carried out and applications still to be considered by Council with a view to surveys of residents being carried out.


The HBC informed members that some of these applications had requested English and a further two languages and stated that he would have to take legal advise on this situation.

Councillor C McShane stated that it had been agreed at Council that any requests would be carried out on a first come first served basis.  She informed members that requests for the first six areas highlighted in the report had been received three years ago.  She enquired re legislation if one letter from a bulk of people could be counted as a valid request to survey the residents.


Councillor McMullan agreed and enquired if a Community Group could make an application.


The Clerk informed members that the letter had been signed by individuals and residents.

Councillor Graham stated that he felt that this was a waste of money and stated that he felt that it would also lead to divided communities in a time when communities should be coming together.


Councillor Blaney stated that Ulster Scots was a dialect and not a language.
After discussion, it was agreed that the HBC would proceed with the bi-lingual signage

survey as laid out in the report and that legal advice would be sought regarding the

possibility of having three languages on some of the signage.
Retention of Townland Names
The HBC stated that a letter had been received from Northern Ireland Local Government Association regarding the retention of townland names and seeking support on this issue.  He informed members that they were currently evaluating local government views on the Pointer system and retaining townland names, with a response being sought by 15th April 2009.  He informed members that a copy of the letter was attached for Council’s information.

Dumping at Cairns, Cushendall
Councillor O Black stated that there had been illegal dumping at Cairns Road, Cushendall.  She stated that this was Housing Executive land but enquired if Environmental Health could become involved if this was deemed to be a health hazard.
After discussion, it was agreed that the HEE would look into the dumping at Cairns and possibly liaise with the NIHE with regard to this situation.

Seconded by Councillor M Black and resolved,


“That the Environmental Health and Enforcement Report be adopted.”

DEVELOPMENT SERVICES REPORT

The Development Services Report, having been circulated, was taken as read.

Rathlin Boathouse Visitor Centre / Rathlin Boathouse Development Partnership
The HDS stated that a meeting of the Rathlin Boathouse Development Partnership was held on 4th March 2009 and informed members that the minutes were attached.  

She informed members that they would recall that during the rates meeting it was suggested that Council look at the possibility of leasing the Rathlin Boathouse Visitor Centre to the private sector or the Rathlin community, as a means of Council getting more of a return on the facility. She stated that it was proposed that this could possibly commence in the 2010/11 financial year and that the proposal should be discussed at the next meeting of the above Partnership.

The HDS stated that the proposal was discussed by the Partnership at their meeting on the 4th and the unanimous feeling was that the Boathouse should remain in the public sector.  She informed members that as well as being a centre for displaying Rathlin artefacts, the Boathouse also acted as an Information Centre therefore performing a valuable service to visitors which was vital to the overall tourism industry both on the Island and in the Moyle District.

Councillor M Black agreed with these comments and stated that the Boathouse was unique to the Island.

The HDS stated that this was a meeting point and held all sorts of information on the Island such as Flora and Fauna, History and Culture and walks on the Island.  She stated that any visitor to the Island would expect the availability of such information on arrival.

Councillor McIlroy stated that there had been no AGM since 2005 for this group.  He enquired where the partnership with Moyle District Council was and enquired where the financial reports were as Council was spending £27,500.
Councillor Blaney stated that there were valid reasons for no AGM taking place including weather and that a lot of people on the committee worked on the Boats etc and were difficult to get together.

The HDS stated that finances were carefully monitored from Council and that monies were used in small grants schemes for the Island.
Councillor C McShane stated that she supported the work of the Council officers in this project and stated that she was in support of the Boathouse as unique to Rathlin.  She stated that its retention was the least Council could do to support the Island Community.

Councillor Newcombe agreed and stated that rural areas and Island communities should be supported.

After discussion, it was agreed that Council would retain responsibility for the Rathlin Boathouse.

Good Relations Grant Scheme

The HDS stated that the All Set Cross Cultural Project, based in Portadown, operated throughout Northern Ireland in partnered primary schools, offering a six-week programme during which pupils from the Controlled and Maintained sectors engaged in joint activities, learning dances and music from both traditions and exploring their common heritage.

She informed members that the applicants had been contracted to work in both primary schools in Armoy during April and May 2009 and were now seeking grant assistance to enable them to offer an evening event for the whole community, so that this learning would not be limited to only to the classroom. She stated that the project aimed to dispel myths and prejudices associated with traditional art forms.
After discussion, it was agreed that the All Set Cross Cultural Project would be awarded a Good Relations Grant.
Anticipated first quarter budget for Good Relations Programme 

The HDS stated that in the absence of a Letter of Offer from the Community Relations Unit of OFMDFM for the 2009/ 10 financial year (anticipated in May/ June 2009), the Good Relations Officer was seeking Council authorisation to spend on activities in the first quarter of 2009/ 10 which were listed in the report.

After discussion, it was agreed that Council would grant authorisation for the Good Relations Officer to spend on the activities listed for the first quarter of 2009/10.

Voluntary Contributions Grant Application – Glenshesk Court Tenants Association

The HDS stated that Glenshesk Court Tenants Association was a constituted group set up to organise activities suited to the needs of tenants in Glenshesk Court.  She informed members that the group represented tenants and met twice a year to plan, develop and organise activities and outings for tenants. She informed members that the project applied for was a Summer Outing around the Glens of Antrim to provide a social outlet for tenants. She stated that it was hoped that 20 tenants would go on the trip, many of whom would have mobility issues and would not otherwise be provided with this opportunity.  She informed members that the total cost of the project was £250 and the Association had requested a Voluntary Contributions grant of £100 to contribute towards the cost of transport.

After discussion, it was agreed that the Glenshesk Court Tenants Association would be granted a Voluntary Contributions Grant for their Summer Outing.

MDC Action Sheet 23/02/09

The HDS stated that at the Council Meeting of 23rd February 2009 it was agreed that the new posts of Community Safety Warden would head up the campaign against anti-social behaviour liaising with PSNI, DPP, NIHE and Roads Service and that the Community Safety Officer would discuss the details of this with the DPP Manager.
She informed members that the CSP sought clarification from elected members as to the background of this action point and following discussion it was confirmed that the Moyle CSP would continue to deliver a programme designed to reduce anti-social behaviour as part of its core business. The HDS stated that while the CSP can collaborate with other members and organisations to address the prevalent issue of nuisance driving it could not take responsibility for traffic congestion as this issue was outside its terms of reference. It was also noted that the Community Safety Wardens would primarily be operational in housing/ residential areas and therefore while forming an integral part of the CSP drive towards reducing anti-social behaviour they would undertake this role under the directive of the CSP responsibilities.
Councillor McMullan stated that there were major traffic problems and that nuisance driving was causing congestion he informed members that nuisance driving was part of the remit of the CSP.  He stated that works needed to be commenced and that a voluntary group was required to lead on this.
The HDS stated that she would go back to the CSP for further clarification but she felt that traffic congestion was not part of their remit.

Councillor McMullan stated that they could however deal with the boy racers etc.

The HDS agreed.

Councillor P McShane returned to the meeting.

Causeway CAB

The HDS stated that during the period October – December 2008, 205 queries were dealt with by the Outreach workers in Moyle.  She stated that the Outreach Service was extended in November and every Friday from 9am – 1pm and 2-4pm the advice worker was available in Ciaran Campbell Solicitors office.  The HDS informed members that £2,712 in total was won back at Tribunals for 2 clients and the amount of Benefit maximisation was £40,958; resulting in a total of £43,670 which would be put back into the economy of Moyle. 
Councillor P McShane stated that he had been nominated onto the CAB board and had failed to attend meetings as these were at 5:30 in the evening.  He stated that he had been kept informed and had received minutes but wished now to be replaced on this committee. 

After discussion,


Councillor P McShane proposed,


Seconded by Councillor McMullan and resolved,

“That Councillor Newcombe replace Councillor P McShane on the Citizens Advice committee.”

End of programme 

The HDS stated that the Spreading Wings Art of Regeneration Partnership would close at the end of March 2009 with the end of National Lottery funding through the Arts Council.   She informed members that it was possible that parts of the work developed through Spreading Wings may be carried forward by the MDC programme partners (Community Safety Programme/Partnership, Arts Development, Good Relations etc).  She stated that Four Swans, the lead voluntary community group, would explore its own role in the future, in the absence of the Spreading Wings programme.  

She stated that Spreading Wings was grateful to the many volunteers who had enabled the programme to happen over the last four years and for support from Moyle District Council, the staff and elected members, throughout the course of the programme.  She informed members that although the programme would close at the end of March 2009, it was hoped that the energy, expectations and interest unleashed through this project would continue, gaining strength in Ballycastle and beyond, albeit in new shapes.
Councillor M Black stated that she was disappointed that this programme was ending and hoped that the movement would be kept going by volunteers.
The HDS stated that other programmes should be able to keep some of the aspects going such as the Halloween festivities.

Addendum to the Development Services Report
