APPLICATIONS FOR PLANNING PERMISSION
Councillor McConaghy welcomed Ms Julie McMath, Planning Officer to the meeting.
E/2008/0127/F  Mr C McAuley, 50 Ballymena Road, Carnlough.  Location, beside 30 Knocknacarry Road, Cushendun.  Proposed conversion of 3 existing outbuildings to 3 self catering cottages.

Ms McMath stated that there were two letters of objection.

There were no objections from members to the above application, it was recommended for approval.

E/2009/0166/F  Seaport NI Ltd, C/O Studiorogers, The Egg Store, 1 Mountsandel Road, Coleraine, BT52 1JB.  Lands to rear of 83 – 85 Main Street, Bushmills.  Proposed re-development of derelict lands to provide 1 retail unit and 2 apartments. 
Ms McMath stated that this was recommended for refusal due to prejudice to the safety and convenience of pedestrians due to the proximity of the proposed shop door to the carriageway.

Councillor McAllister requested an Office Meeting with local MP, applicant and Roads Service in attendance.

This was agreed.

E/2009/0341/F  Mr C Moody, C/O Montgomery Irwin Architects, 7-9 Stone Row, Coleraine, BT52 1DE.  Location 82 Haw Road, Bushmills.  Proposed new dwelling.
There were no objections to the above application, it was recommended for approval.

E/2010/0023/F  Mr J McNeill, C/O Laverty Diamond Design Studio, 2D The Diamond, Ballycastle, BT54 6AW.  Location, 600m West of 74 Torr Road, Ballycastle.  Proposed replacement dwelling house.
Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to prejudice to road safety and adverse impact on the character of the AONB.

Councillor McMullan requested an Office Meeting for the provision of additional information.

This was agreed with Roads Service to be in attendance.

E/2010/0099/F  Mr M McNamara, 19 Ramoan Avenue, Ballycastle, BT54 6GA.  Location, 52 – 62 Quay Road, Ballycastle.  Proposed family fun park for three months of June, July and August each year.

Ms McMath stated that there had been two letters of objection.

She stated that the above application was recommended for refusal due to adverse effect to the setting of a number of listed buildings by reason of the introduction of a use which was out of keeping with the character and setting of the listed buildings and the surrounding area and which would give rise to noise, litter and smells.  Being out of keeping with the conservation area giving rise to litter, noise and smells and detracting from its character, appearance and setting as it would not be in sympathy with the characteristic built form of the area and would not conform with guidance.  Detrimental effect to the townscape of the surrounding area by reason of its relationship to adjacent buildings and adverse affect on the amenity of neighbouring properties and insufficient information to enable determination of the planning application with regard to the archaeological assessment and evaluation.
Councillor McShane requested that this application be deferred for one month for the provision of additional information.

This was agreed.

E/2010/0100/F  Mr C McCaughan, C/O 2020 Chartered Architrects Ltd, 9a Linenhall Street, Ballymoney, BT53 6DP.  Location, 80 Glenshesk Road, Ballycastle.  Proposed replacement dwelling application with retention of existing dwelling to provide a new sustainable dwelling and detached garage.
Ms McMath stated that the above application was recommended for refusal due to being detrimental to the environmental quality and character of the area by reason of inappropriate rural design.  The proposed replacement dwelling was not sited within the established cartilage of the existing dwelling, with the size of the proposed replacement dwelling having a visual impact and inappropriate design. Prominence and no demonstration of satisfactory access arrangements.
Councillor McAllister requested an Office Meeting for the provision of additional information.

This was agreed.

Deferred Applications
E/2007/0275/F  Mr & Mrs R Smyth, C/O Diamond Design Studio, 2D The Diamond, Ballycastle, BT54 6AW.  Location, adjacent to 52 Whitepark Road, ‘Gortconney’, Ballycastle.  Proposed conversion of a non listed vernacular building (formerly workers cottage & barn) to dwelling

Ms McMath stated that this application had been withdrawn.

E/2007/0373/O  Mr J McKeague, 42 Churchfield Road, Ballycastle, BT54 6BN.  Location, opposite 16 Carey Mill Road, Carey, Ballycastle.  Proposed site for dwelling.

Ms McMath stated that the above application was recommended for refusal due to no overriding reasons why this development was essential in this rural location and could not be located within a settlement, the cluster not associated with a focal point and not located at a cross roads, ribbon development, lack of integration and erosion of rural character due to suburban style build-up.
Councillor McMullan requested that the application be held for two weeks to allow for withdrawal or appeal.

Ms McMath stated that she would hold the application for seven days.
It was noted that Council were not in agreement with the decision of the planning service regarding this application.
E/2007/0377/O  Mrs J McNeill, 81 Ballinlea Road, Ballycastle, BT54 6JL.  Location, 120m SE of 4 Lagavara Road, Ballycastle.  Proposed single storey dwelling.

Ms McMath stated that the above application was recommended for refusal due to no overriding reasons why this development was essential in this rural location and could not be located within a settlement, prominence, lack of integration, ribbon development, detrimental change to rural character of the countryside and no evidence that a new dwelling was a necessary response to the particular circumstances of the case.
Councillor C McShane requested that this application be held for one week to allow for withdrawal or appeal.

This was agreed.

It was noted that Council were not in agreement with the decision of the planning service regarding this application.

E/2007/0435/F  Mr R McGarrity, 30 Dovesky Road, Carrickmore.  Location, 20 Hillside Road, Ballycastle.  Proposed erection of 6 no 3 storey townhouses (3 bed) 6 no 2 storey semi-detached (3 bed) and 1 no 2 storey detached (4 bed)

E/2008/0094/RM Mr S Sweeney, C/O Studiorodgers, The Egg Store, 1 Mountsandel Road, Coleraine, BT52 1JB.  Location, lands at the corner of Priestland Road and Craigaboney Road, located between no 17 and no 19 Priestland Road, Bushmills.  Proposed phase 3 of residential development including 33 townhouses, associated car parking and landscaping.

Ms McMath stated that there were no objections to the above two applications, they were recommended for approval.

E/2008/0102/O  Mr & Mrs D Birt, 6 Kilnadore Road, Cushendall.  Location, between 14 Tully Crescent and 45A Ballyemon Road, Cushendall.  Proposed site for single dwelling and domestic garage. 
Ms McMath stated that the above application was recommended for refusal due to no overriding reasons why this development was essential in this rural location and could not be located within a settlement, ribbon development, detrimental change to the rural character of the countryside, prejudice to safety and convenience of road users due to the restricted width of the existing access and detrimental to the environmental quality of the AONB.

Councillor McMullan asked for a deferral for the provision of additional information.

After discussion, Ms McMath stated that she would defer the application for one month on the understanding that there was additional information forthcoming.

E/2008/0144/F  Mr S Christie, C/O Hunter Associates, 8 Charlotte Street, Ballymoney, BT53 6AY.  Location, lands adjacent to Seasons Cottages, 5 Carrowcrin Road, Armoy.  Proposed tourist development to provide 9 dwellings. An enlargement of the existing holiday cottage development and provision of more accommodation and amenity space.
Ms McMath stated that this application had been withdrawn.

E/2009/0034/O  Mr W Smyth, 5 Drones Road, Armoy, Ballycastle.  Location, adjacent to 3 Drones Road, Armoy, Ballycastle.  Proposed site for dwelling and domestic garage.

Ms McMath stated that this application had been withdrawn.

E/2009/0035/F  Diamond Design Studio, 2d The Diamond, Ballycastle.  Location, adjacent to 61 Kilnadore Road, Cushendall.  Proposed retirement farm dwelling.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to no overriding reasons why this development was essential in this rural location and could not be located within a settlement, not being visually linked or sited to cluster with an established group of buildings on the farm and lack of integration.

Councillor McDonnell requested that this application be deferred for one month to allow for additional information.

This was agreed.

Councillors McAllister and C McShane left the meeting at this point.

E/2009/0173/F  Ms A McNeill, 133a Glendun Road, Cushendun.  Location, 133a Glendun Road, Cushendun.  Proposed erection of replacement dwelling and retention of existing dwelling for non habitable purposes.
Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to detrimental change to an AONB due to build-up and that this proposal did not involve the demolition and replacement of the existing dwelling.

Councillor McMullan asked that this application be deferred for one month for additional information.

This was agreed.

E/2009/0277/F  Mrs Delargy, c/o A-Three Architecture Design Pla, 43/45 Church Street, Portadown, BT62 3EU.  Location, 12m north of 72 Ballyemon Road, Cushendall.  Proposed infill dwelling.

There were no objections to the above application, it was recommended for approval.

E/2009/0396/O  Mr & Mrs N McMullan, c/o Hunter Associates, 8 Charlotte Street, Ballymoney, BT53 6AY.  Location, adjacent to 87 Straid Road, Ballycastle.  Proposed site for new dwelling and garage.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to no overriding reasons why this development was essential in this rural location and could not be located within a settlement, ribbon development and failure to demonstrate satisfactory access arrangements.

It was noted that Council were in agreement with the decision to refuse this application.

Councillors McAllister and C McShane returned to the meeting at this point.

E/2009/0402/F  Mr I McConaghy, c/o Brendan McMullan, 93 Iniscarn Road, Desertmartin, BT45 5NJ.  Location, 18B Toberkeagh Road, Bushmills.  Proposed replacement of a redundant non-resident building with a single dwelling.
Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to the building being designed and used for agricultural purposes and was not therefore eligible for replacement under this policy.
Councillor Graham stated that he objected to this decision and asked that the application be held for seven days to allow for withdrawal or appeal.
This was agreed.

It was noted that Council were not in agreement with the decision of the planning service regarding this application.

After discussion, it was agreed that the Office Meetings would be held on Thursday 5th August.

PRESENTATION FROM NORTHERN IRELAND FIRE AND RESCUE 


SERVICE

Councillor McConaghy welcomed Mr Sean Fitzsimmons and Mr Peter O’Riley to the 

meeting.


Mr Fitzsimmons thanked members and stated that it would be a short presentation on the Estates Replacement Programme.  He informed members that 26 new stations had been planned with 22 new sites to be purchased.  He stated that this would be subject to individual Business Cases being developed and approval given by both DHSSPS and DFP.  Mr Fitzsimmons listed the proposed replacement stations and stated that these had a geographical spread across the province.

He stated that the current status was that HLM Architects had been appointed by Health Estates Agency in May 2009.  


He informed members that Exemplar Design and Feasibility Studies had been carried out for nine stations, Omagh, Fintona, Cushendall, Newtownstewart, Dungiven, Ballycastle, Newtownards, Ballymena and Downpatrick. 


He stated that business cases for Omagh and Ballycastle had been submitted to DHSSPS and that queries were currently being responded to for both.


Mr Fitzsimmons stated that an Outline Planning Application had been lodged with Planning Service for Ballycastle.


He informed members that the Business Case for Cushendall was complete and sent to their Finance Department for endorsement as per DHSSPS Departmental requirements.

He outlined the benefits of new stations, including increased Health and Safety by design, provision for Community access and use, meets all statutory requirements and regulations, such as the Disability Discrimination Act, addresses equality issues for example female fire fighters more accessible, sustainable building to promote minimal environmental impact, a good working environment for firefighters and other staff, enhanced training facilities and a motivational workplace.


Mr Fitzsimmons pointed out visual concepts of the new fire stations and discussed the layout of these.  He stated that the Public Consultation would include the Planning Service, Councils, Local Representatives and Local Community.

He stated that the next step was to complete OBC2 Business Case Process, the Public Consultation Process, submission of Full Planning Application, completion of OJEU Process, completion of land transactions, working drawings and tender process and the commencement of the construction.

Councillor M Black offered her congratulations for their work to date.  She stated that she would keep her fingers crossed that the funding and approval would be forthcoming.


Councillor McMullan stated that this was fine on paper but that unfortunately it was not down to NIFRS, he informed members that there were cut backs in budget which was less than 4 million divided out.  He stated that a lot of smaller cases would be pushed to the back of the programme.  He stated that Cushendall was a priority case and that it had not been assessed as yet.  He informed members that it would not be in on time as others already going through the process would be assessed first.  He congratulated the NIFRS on their presentation but stated that the reality would be that he could not see the station at Cushendall being commenced in this incoming year due to cut backs.

Councillor Harding congratulated the NIFRS on their presentation and stated that she hoped that all would go to plan, she enquired when the new stations might be operational.


Mr Fitzsimmons stated that the cases for Omagh and Ballycastle were with the department and that the next four were in the process of being completed, he informed members that this included Cushendall. And that these would be passed to the DFP for ratification.  He informed members that it was hoped to commence the new stations in 2011/12 and that they would take one year to build.  He stated that he was hopeful that this would still be the case and that they had heard nothing as yet to suggest that it wouldn’t be.

In reply to Councillor Blaney, Mr O’Reilly stated that action plans were in place for access routes in busy periods and also for during events such as the Lammas Fair.  He stated that contingency measures would be put in place and plans would be known by local crews.


In reply to Councillor P McShane, Mr Fitzsimmons stated that 2011/12 was best case scenario.

Councillor C McShane stated that the local firefighters should be commended for their work and charity work too.  She stated that the Health Budget had been cut by 50%.  She informed members that Sinn Fein were against the ring-fencing of the health budget.  She stated that there was huge wastage on spending and decisions on spending such as consultant bonuses.  She stated that millions were being wasted and that this was money which could be used for building the new firestations.  She thanked members of the NIFRS and stated that council would be pushing from here to help in any way they could.


Councillor P McShane left the meeting at this point.

After further discussion, 

Councillor McMullan proposed,

Seconded by Councillor Newcombe and resolved,

“That a letter be sent to the Minister and to Nilga to express Council’s opinion that it was necessary for the budget to be granted to allow building work to commence for Ballycastle and Cushendall Fire Stations in 2011 as had been alluded to by Minister McGimpsey’s letter to Council.”

Councillor P McShane returned to the meeting.
Councillor McConaghy thanked Mr Fitzsimmons and Mr O’Reilly for their attendance.

Mr O’Reilly thanked members for their comments and stated that he would pass them onto personnel in the stations.

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH AND ENFORCEMENT REPORT

The Environmental Health and Enforcement Report, having been circulated, was taken as read.

Enforcement
The HEE stated that the following offence had been detected in the District; two dogs had been kept at an address in Heronshaw, Bushmills without valid licences contrary to Article 17(1) of the Dogs (NI) Order 1983.  He informed members that the opportunity to discharge the above offence by payment of fixed penalties was offered but that they were not paid.  He recommended the institution of legal proceedings.

After discussion, this was agreed.

Dual Use Bins, Bushmills
Councillor McIlroy enquired about the use of Dog foul disposal bins outside cafes and take-aways in Bushmills.  He asked if this was safe and hygienic.  He enquired if separate bins could be provided especially outside take-aways and cafes.

The HEE stated that the dog foul would be wrapped in bags and that there was a sign on the bin to state that it was dual use to let the public know that there may be dog faeces in it.

Councillor McAllister stated that he felt it was ridiculous to have this kind of bin outside food establishments as it would attract insects.
The HEE stated that food refuse also attracted insects.

Councillor P McShane stated that Council wished to encourage Dog owners to behave responsibly and put dog foul in the bins provided.
After further discussion, 

Councillor McAllister proposed,


Seconded by Councillor Hartin,

“That signs be removed for dual use bins outside chip shops and restaurants in Bushmills and that 3-4 additional bins would be provided in different areas for dog foul disposal.”
On a vote being taken, there were seven votes in favour of and one against the proposal which was carried.

DEVELOPMENT SERVICES REPORT

The Development Services Report, having been circulated, was taken as read.

Councillor McConaghy welcomed the Community Services Officer to the meeting.
Community Support Action Plan 2009 – 2011
The Community Services Officer (CSO) stated that there was a total budget of £251,494 for 2010-11.  She informed members that this was part-funded by the Department for Social Development Voluntary & Community Unit (£45,520); Dept of Culture Arts & Leisure (Community Festivals Fund) (£4,600) and the remainder from Moyle District Council (201,374).
She stated that this funded one full-time Community Services Officer, community centres in Bushmills and Mosside, Community Grants Programmes, support and training to community groups, support for summer scheme activities, support for Bushmills Townscape Heritage Initiative and partnerships with other agencies to promote Community development.
The CSO outlined details of Community Grants, including the Community Infrastructure Fund, Community Festivals Fund, the Rural Summer Schemes Grant Programme, Community Small Grants, Seeding Grants and other Voluntary Contributions.  

She outlined user groups and user targets for the Community Centres and stated that DDA work had recently been completed at the Centres.  She informed members that 27 community groups had benefited from advice and support in the last year.  She stated that this included providing guidance and support to 3 new emerging groups, support and signposting for 3 established groups, mailshots, training programmes and supporting 6 youth clubs to develop summer schemes.
The CSO stated that the provision of advice was facilitated through a Service Level Agreement with Causeway Citizens Advice Bureau to provide 51 hours per month of outreach advice in Ballycastle, 10 hours per month in Bushmills and 5 hours per month in Cushendall.  She stated that the annual budget for this was £26,120 and that DSD funded £12,844 and Moyle Council £13,276.

She stated that in Partnership working to promote Community Development she worked with Bushmills Village Forum, Bushmills Children’s and Young Peoples Services Locality Group, Moyle Children & Young People’s Services, Age NI COAST Older People’s Network, Bushmills Townscape Heritage Initiative, North East Partnership Rural Development Programme Village Renewal Steering Group, Causeway Volunteer Centre, Interagency Residents Meetings and PSNI Moyle 5 a side Football Competition.

The CSO invited member’s questions.
Councillor Graham stated that he felt that the £40,000 set aside for the Community Infrastructure Fund only served one section of the community.  He stated that this needed to be examined at Rates time.
Councillor P McShane stated that the CSO had given an excellent presentation.  He informed members that this was an excellent way for Council to facilitate groups working hard in the Voluntary Sector.  He stated that he was aggrieved by comments made by Councillor Graham.  He stated that grants schemes had acted as a catalyst to help groups draw down additional funding, including the Armoy Road Race and Greenlight Gateway.

Councillor Blaney stated that the fund was open to anyone to apply and that it was unfortunate that some groups did not meet the criteria.

Councillor Graham stated that he had asked for figures to be provided and that this had not been forthcoming.

The HDS stated that there was a large database available to view of all applying groups and all outcomes.

Councillor M Black stated that this information was on Council Reports also.

Councillor McIlroy stated that he appreciated the work carried out by volunteers in the Moyle area.  He informed members that tremendous work was being carried out by the Voluntary Sector and that they deserved all the support Council could give.

Councillor McMullan congratulated the CSO on her presentation and encouraged more groups to apply to the funds available.

Councillor O Black stated that she did not agree with Councillor Graham and informed members that the criteria was used in assessing applications.  She stated that this item should not be used to raise tensions.

Councillor C McShane stated that Councillor Graham was trying to create cheap headlines instead of working with the groups.

Councillor Graham stated that this item needed to be put onto the Agenda for discussion and that he wished the figures to be brought back to Council for discussion.

After discussion,


Councillor McMullan proposed,


Seconded by Councillor Newcombe,

She stated that the programme would be based around the arts which would include crafts, art, drama, dance and music and that the theme was building bridges and children would be recruited and divided into groups on a cross-community basis. 
The HDS stated that this application met criteria and recommended approval of £250 grant.

Addendum to the Development Services Report
Kintyre Offshore Wind Farm
The HDS stated that a scoping document had been received from SSE Renewables Development (UK) who were proposing to develop an off-shore wind farm off the west coast of the Kintyre Peninsula.

She informed members that the document outlined the proposal and the planned approach to the Environmental Impact Assessment.  She stated that some extracts from this document were attached and the full paper was available on request from Development Services.  

The HDS stated that if Council wished to make a response to this consultation this should be done before the deadline of the 16th August.

Councillor Newcombe stated that he was opposed to this and informed members that there was the technology to apply the same kind of technology below the surface of the water instead of above the water.  He stated that he had spoken to the Scottish Minister and that they were against this development too.

Councillor McDonnell stated that this was near to an existing wind farm that could be seen and stated that he did not see the problem.

Councillor Harding stated that she supported Councillor McDonnell’s comments.

Councillor McMullan stated that he would like to see the response but enquired if Council had enough information to make a response.  He stated that there may be benefits to this project and informed members that he felt that it could be wrong on their part to make a response.
After further discussion, it was agreed to mark this correspondence as noted.

Application for a Seeding Grant
The HDS stated that an application for a seeding grant had been received from a new community group called ‘Antrim to Gaza’.  She informed members that the groups’ main objective was to deliver humanitarian aid to Gaza, to include medicine, educational and other essential goods for the civilian population.  To highlight the current humanitarian crises unfolding in Gaza and Palestine.  To support calls for the blockade of Gaza to end.  To enhance numerous skills of those taking part in the activities of the group.

She informed members that the group were applying for assistance with the cost of stationery, print and advertising.  She stated that all the required documentation had been supplied and was in order.  She recommended the approval of a grant of £225.
Councillor Newcombe stated that Councillor P McShane had withdrawn from the chamber as he was a member of this group.

She stated that the project involved the production of an A4 colour leaflet with information about the restoration project and an invitation to become a benefactor.  She stated that it was hoped that the provision of an update and an opportunity to support the project would rekindle public interest.  She informed members that it was hoped that the leaflet would coincide with the European Heritage Open Day and the Causeway Landscape exhibition to be held at the Church on 11th – 12th September. She stated that the total cost of the project was £195 and the group were applying for a Council grant of £100. The HDS recommended the approval of grant of £100 to Cushendun Building Preservation Trust.
