APPLICATIONS FOR PLANNING PERMISSION
Councillor Black welcomed Ms McMath, Planning Officer to the meeting.

Ms Mc Math referred to correspondence previously circulated to members from Mr David Ferguson, Chief Executive Planning Service stating that PPS14 would still apply to all applications post 2006. She informed members that decisions on applications recommended for approval would still be issued and that applications for refusal would be deferred with the opportunity for additional information to be submitted. She also pointed out that any change of opinion would be brought back to Council.

E/2006/0016/F  C McDonnell, C/O Hunter Associates, 8 Charlotte Street, Ballymoney, BT53 6AY.  Location 96 Ballykenver Road, Armoy.  Proposed replacement of 1 no dwelling (No 96), 1 no. new-build and 6 No. refurbishment and conversion of traditional outbuildings for residential use with new sewerage treatment plant.
Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to failure to provide sufficient information to determine the application, the proposed development being contrary to draft PPS14 Policy CTY5 as the dwelling to be replaced should be retained due to its significance and was contrary to PPS 6 Policy BH15, and the applicant had failed to demonstrate that the building to be converted was an important element in the landscape of either local architectural or historic merit. 
After discussion, it was agreed that this application be deferred for one month for additional information to be provided.
E/2006/0281/RM Mr Sweeney, C/O Studiorogers, The Egg Store, 1 Mountsandel Road, Coleraine, BT52 1JB.  Location Church of Ireland, Dunluce Parish, lands at the corner of Priestland Road and Craigaboney Road located between 17 and 19 Priestland Road, Bushmills.  Proposed phase 2 of residential development including 24 No. townhouses, associated carparking and landscaping.
There was no objection to the above application, it was recommended for approval.
E/2006/0380/F  Mr & Mrs McIlhatton, 50B Glen Road, Glenariffe, BT44 0RF.  Location 50B Glen Road, Glenariffe.  Proposed removal of condition 03 (occupancy condition) of planning approval E/1992/0112
Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as the proposal was contrary to draft PPS14 Policy CTY1 and Policy CTY3 and that the applicant had failed to provide justification for the removal of the condition.
After discussion, it was agreed that this application be deferred for one month for additional information to be provided.
E/2006/0400/F  Mr L McBride, 13 North Street, Ballycastle, BT54 6BN.  Location Rue Cottage, Roonavoolin, 600m north east of Rue Point Light House, Rathlin Island.  Proposed restoration and minor extension to venacular cottage. 

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as the proposal was contrary to Policies CTY1 and CTY5 of Draft Planning Policy Statement 14, and it did not merit being considered as an exceptional case, as it had not been demonstrated that the property was last lawfully used as a dwelling house.  She pointed out that the proposed replacement dwelling would have a visual impact significantly greater than the existing structure, and that it was contrary to Policy BH15 in that the building to be converted was not structurally sound and capable of conversion. 
After discussion, it was agreed that this application be deferred for one month for additional information to be provided.
E/2006/0406/DCA Miss H Black, C/o Diamond Design Studio, 2D The Diamond, Ballycastle. Location Adjacent to 55 Rathlin Road, Ballycastle. Proposed demolition of 1.8 metres of wall fronting Ann Street, Ballycastle.

There was no objection to the above application, it was recommended for approval.
E/2007/0035/F Pollock Development Ltd, C/o 2020 Chartered Architects Ltd, 37 Dargan Road, Fortwilliam Business Park, Belfast, BT3 9JU. Location No. 279 Whitepark Road, Bushmills. Proposed replacement dwelling.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as the proposed development was contrary to policies CTY1 and CTY5 of Draft Planning Policy Statement 14 and did not merit being considered as an exceptional case as the dwelling it was proposed to replace was an important element in the landscape and was capable of being made structurally sound.  She stated that the proposed replacement dwelling would have a visual impact significantly greater than the existing structure, and was contrary to Policy BH15 and if permitted would adversely affect the setting of the Giant’s Causeway World Heritage Site.

After discussion, it was agreed that this application be deferred for one month for additional information to be provided.
E/2007/0037/F Mr J Murray, C/o Diamond Design Studio, 2D The Diamond, Ballycastle, BT54 6AQ. Location  Rear of 1 Main Street, Waterfoot.  Proposed housing development, 7 dwellings
Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as there was in sufficient information to determine the application.

After discussion, it was agreed that this application be deferred for one month for additional information to be provided.
E/2007/0053/F Mr N Delargy, C/o Robinson & Sons, 59 High Street, Ballymoney. Location Land 70m SE of 95 Ballyeamon Road, Cushendall. Proposed erection of New Free Range egg laying house for up to 8000 laying hens.          

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as the proposal was contrary to Policy CTY10 of Draft Policy Statement 14, as the proposed site lacked long established natural boundaries and was unable to provide a suitable degree of enclosure for the building to integrate into the landscape.  She stated that it was also contrary to CTY8 and would adversely affect the visual amenity and character of the countryside.
Councillor McMullan stated this application would offer employment opportunities within the Glens area.

Councillor McCambridge expressed her agreement with this comment.

After discussion, it was agreed that this application be deferred for one month for additional information to be provided.
E/2007/0067/O  Mr D Murphy, C/o G M Design Associates, 22 Lodge Road, Coleraine, BT52 1NB.  Location adjacent to 90 Middlepark Road, Cushendall. Proposed site for replacement dwelling.
Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as the proposal was contrary to policies CTY1 and CTY5 of Draft Planning Policy Statement 14 and did not merit being considered as an exceptional case as the residential use has been abandoned and loss of vernacular building.

Councillor McMullan referred to a number of photographs which he circulated to members and pointed out that these indicated that the inside of the dwelling was habitable.  

Councillor McDonnell expressed his agreement with this remark and pointed out that the applicant had taken active steps to conserve the premises.
In reply to Councillor McMullan, Ms McMath stated that if additional information and photographs were submitted the Planning Service would reconsider the application.
After discussion, it was agreed that this application be deferred for one month for additional information to be provided.
E/2007/0098/O Mrs B Mc Cann, 2 Cloughs Road, Cushendall, BT44 0SP. Location adjacent to 2 Cloughs Road, Cushendall. Proposed site for guest house.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as the proposal was contrary to Policy CTY1 of Draft Policy Statement 14, and it did not merit being considered as an exception to the policy, as there were no overriding reasons why this development was essential and could not be located within a settlement.  She stated that the proposal was also contrary to Policies SP12 and TOU3 as the site lay within a Countryside policy area and a special tourist need or exceptional benefit to the tourist industry had not been demonstrated.

Councillor O Black enquired if an office meeting could be held, for the applicant or agent to speak directly to the planners regarding this application, as the applicants were unsure what information they had to provide.
In reply Ms McMath stated that the onus was on the applicant to provide as much information as possible to the Planning Service.
After discussion, it was agreed that this application be deferred for one month for additional information to be provided.
E/2007/0107/LB1608 Cafe Restaurant, C/o GM Design Associates, 22 Lodge Road, Coleraine.   Location 66 Main Street, Bushmills. Proposed facia signage, projecting sign and painted sign on gable for cafe restaurant and new shopfront surround.
There was no objection to the above application, it was recommended for approval.

E/2007/0118/F Mr C Glass, 142 Causeway Road, Bushmills.  Location 144 Causeway Road, Bushmills. Proposal replacement dwelling and garage.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as the proposal was contrary to CTY5 of PPS14 as the existing structure was an important element in the landscape and worthy of retention.

After discussion, it was agreed that this application be deferred for one month for additional information to be provided.
E/2007/0150/F McAlister Homes, C/o Flemming McKernan, 1 Upper Abbey Street, Coleraine, BT52 1BF. Location apartment 3A, Marine Apartments, North Street, Ballycastle.  Proposed change of use from laundry/store to 1 bedroom apartment.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as the proposal was contrary to Policy QD1 and that the development failed to provide a quality residential environment.

Councillor O Black requested an office meeting to be held, for the applicant to provide further information.

After discussion, it was agreed that an office meeting would be held.

E/2007/0171/F Budjet Travel, Unit 73, Hi Park Centre, High Street, Belfast, BT1 2JZ.  Location  32 Cozies Road, Bushmills. Proposed development of 18 holiday cottages.
Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as the proposal was contrary to Policy TOU3 as a special tourist need or exceptional benefit to the tourist industry had not been demonstrated.  She stated that it was also contrary to Policies CTY10 and CTY11 as it would be unduly prominent in the landscape and result in a build-up which would result in a detrimental change to the rural character of the countryside.


Ms McMath pointed out that approval had already been granted for ten holiday units.
Councillor Graham pointed out that if granted this application would result in thirty houses being placed on that particular road, and stated that in his opinion this should not be permitted.

Councillor McIlroy proposed


Seconded by Councillor Hartin 


“That this application be deferred for one month to provide 
  
additional information”.

On a vote being taken there were two votes in favour and one vote against the proposal which was carried.

E/2007/0180/F Mr Parker, 14 Fairhill Street, Ballycastle, BT54 6AY. Location lands to the rear of 28 Mill Street, Ballycastle. Proposed replacement dwelling.
Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as the proposal was contrary to Policies CTY1 and CTY5, of Draft Planning Policy Statement 14 and did not merit being considered as an exceptional case as it had not demonstrated that the property was last lawfully used as a dwelling house and therefore the residential use had been abandoned.
After discussion, it was agreed that this application be deferred for one month for additional information to be provided.
E/2007/0188/RM Mr M Smyth, C/o Bell Architects, 76 Main Street, Ballymoney, BT53 6AN. Location 14 Carrowcroey Road, Armoy. Proposed erection of replacement dwelling.

There was no objection to the above application, it was recommended for approval.

E/2007/0193/RM Mr & Mrs Guy, C /o Diamond Design Studio, 2D The Diamond, Ballycastle, BT54 6AW. Location 50m north of 10 Cozies Road, Bushmills. Proposed new Dwelling and garage.

Ms McMath Stated that this application was recommended for refusal as it was contrary to Policy CTY10 of Draft Planning Policy Statement 14 and that the design of the proposed dwelling was inappropriate for the site and would not integrate into the area of countryside.
In reply to Councillor McConaghy, Ms McMath stated that if the design was changed approval could be granted.

After discussion, it was agreed that this application be deferred for one month for additional information to be provided.
E/2007/0201/F Mr A McAfee, C/o Diamond Design Studio, 2D The Diamond, Ballycastle.  Location 35m north of 34 Drumnagee Road, Drumnagee, Bushmills.  Proposed erection of one-and-a-half storey replacement dwelling and domestic garage.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as it was contrary to Policies CTY1 and CTY5 of Draft Planning Policy Statement 14 and did not merit being considered as an exceptional case as the dwelling was already used as a replacement opportunity.  She stated that the proposed development would prejudice the safety and convenience of road users as it would not be possible to provide adequate sight lines and it would be unsatisfactory for increased use.
After discussion, it was agreed that this application be deferred for one month for additional information to be provided.
E/2007/0202/F Mr G Kane, 27 Rathlin Road, Ballycastle, BT54 6AG.  Location 4 Moyle Park, Ballycastle. Proposed erection of 2 no. single storey dwellings.
Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as it was contrary to Policy QD1 of Planning Statement 7 and that the development as proposed failed to provide a quality residential environment.

Councillor McCambridge requested an office meeting be held in order for the applicant or agent to supply additional information.


After discussion, it was agreed that an office meeting would be held.

E/2007/0214/RM Mr R Mc Caw, C/o Diamond Design Studio, 2d The Diamond, Ballycastle, BT54 6AW.  Location Land approx 250m to rear of 30 Drumnagee Road, Bushmills.  Proposed two storey dwelling and domestic garage (to replace existing).

There was no objection to the above application, it was recommended for approval.

E/2007/0217/F Mr D Black, 16 Glenariffe Road, Glenariffe.  Location Adjacent to 17 Glenariffe Road, Glenariffe.  Proposed change of house type on approved site and amended domestic garage plan and new domestic/farm access to Glenariffe Road.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as the proposal was contrary to CTY 10 and CTY11 of Draft Planning Policy Statement 14 as the proposed dwelling was a prominent feature in the landscape and its design was inappropriate and would not integrate into the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.
In reply to Councillor McDonnell, Ms McMath stated that planning approval had been previously granted on this site as a retirement dwelling with occupancy conditions, and pointed out that this proposed dwelling would be twice the size of the previous application.
After discussion, it was agreed that this application be deferred for one month for additional information to be provided.
E/2007/0224/O Mr B O' Hara, 16 Sallagh Road, Ballygalley.  Location  8a Loughareema Road, Cushendun.  Proposed site for replacement dwelling 10m north of existing dwelling.
There was no objection to the above application, it was recommended for approval.

E/2007/0228/O Mr S Mc Conaghy, 6 Craigalappin Road, Ballintoy, Ballycastle, BT54 6NJ.  Location 6 Craigalappin Road, Ballintoy, Ballycastle.  Proposed Farm retirement dwelling.
Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as the proposal was contrary to Policies CTY1 and CTY3 of Draft Planning Policy Statement 14 and did not merit being considered as an exceptional case as there were alternative development opportunities are available on the farm holding.

Councillor McConaghy stated that this application merited an exceptional case due to family circumstances, and pointed out that the alternative development opportunities would be on another farm. 
Councillor Graham was in agreement with these comments, and requested a two month deferral on this application.
After discussion, it was agreed that this application be deferred for two months for additional information to be provided.

E/2007/0229/F Mr & Mrs S Martin, 7 Cranny View, Carnlough, Co. Antrim.  Location 38 Glenann Road, Cushendall.  Proposed dwelling & garage to replace existing dwelling

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as the proposal was contrary to Policies CTY1 and CTY5 of Draft Planning Policy Statement 14 and did not merit being considered as an exceptional case as the dwelling has not been retained and appropriately incorporated into the new development scheme.  She also stated that it had not been sufficiently demonstrated that the property was last lawfully used as a dwelling house and that the residential use has not been abandoned, and it would also prejudice the safety and convenience of road users.
In reply to Councillors McDonnell and McMullan, Ms McMath stated that if additional information could be provided the application could be reconsidered.
After discussion it was agreed that this application be deferred for one month for additional information to be provided. 

E/2007/0236/F Mr W Mc Keemam, C/o McGurk Chartered Architects, 33 King Street, Magherafelt, BT45 6AR. Location 300m S.W. of 150 Moycraig Road, Ballymoney.  Proposed storey and a half farmers retirement dwelling.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as the proposal was contrary to Policies CTY1 and CTY3 of Draft Planning Policy Statement 14 as it did not merit being considered as an exceptional case as other development opportunities on the farm holding had previously been sold and it would not integrate into this area of the countryside.
Councillor Graham stated that this application was to be withdrawn.

After discussion it was agreed that this application be deferred for one month to allow for it being withdrawn. 

E/2007/0260/F Mr S McAfee, C/o Hunter Associates, 8 Charlotte Street, Ballymoney, BT53 6AY.  Location 60m east of 79 Capecastle Road, Armoy, Moyle.  Proposed replacement dwelling.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as the proposal was contrary to Policies CTY1 and CTY5 of Draft Planning Policy Statement 14 and did not merit being considered as an exceptional case as it had not been demonstrated that the property was last lawfully used as a dwelling house and therefore the residential use had been abandoned. 
After discussion it was agreed that this application be deferred for one month for additional information to be provided.
E/2007/0264/RM Mr J Mc Cormick, 22 Lisnagat Road, Armoy.  Location Site adjacent to no. 12 Lisnagat Road, Armoy.  Proposed new bungalow and domestic garage.

There were no objections to the above two applications, they were recommended for approval.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as the proposal was contrary to Policy BH15 of the Departments Planning Policy Statement 6 as the building to be converted to residential use was not a vernacular building and was not an important element in the landscape and of local architectural or historic interest.
After discussion it was agreed that an office meeting would be held.

After discussion, it was agreed that this application be deferred for one month for additional information to be provided.

Councillor McCambridge stated that each property in the area was entitled to its own driveway for private access.  

Councillor Harding expressed her agreement with this comment.

After discussion, it was agree that this application be deferred for one month for additional information to be provided.

E/2007/0317/F Mr Dillon (Hon Sec), Ballycastle Golf Club, 2 Cushendall Road, Ballycastle.  Location 35m north of Carrickmore Road and Cushendall Road.  Site is located adjacent to the west side of the Carrickmore  Road.  Proposed male and female W.C. facility and refreshment point.

There were no objections to the above two application, they were recommended for approval.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal as it was contrary to Policy QD1 of Planning Policy Statement 7 as the development proposed failed to provide a quality residential environment.  She also stated that the development was considered as tandem development and if permitted harm the living conditions of the adjacent property with regards to access, noise and general disturbance.

New Application for Amusement Permit

The Head of Building Control (HBC) informed members that Mr McMahon, Derry City Council was in attendance to offer legal advice in relation to the application for amusement permit at 42B Castle Street, Ballycastle.

After discussion it was agreed that discussions regarding this matter would not be held in committee.
Councillor M Black welcomed Mr McMahon to the meeting.
Mr McMahon referred to his report which was circulated to members and stated that an applicant for an amusement permit must satisfy a number of statutory requirements, which included the fitness of the applicant, fitness of premises and procedural requirements.  He informed members that the Council in considering the application must be satisfied that all of the criteria was met and pointed out that there was no reason on the papers relating to the application that any conclusion could be reached other that all of the criteria were met in this case.

Mr McMahon also informed members that the PSNI had indicated that they had no objection to this application, and pointed out that the Council could refuse to grant the permit after hearing from any representation within 28 days after the date of the applicaiton.
Mr McMahon highlighted to members that the courts had concluded that an opinion that gaming machines being undesirable was not a valid ground of objection or refusal for an amusement permit. 
He pointed out that if the Council were minded to grant the application, it could impose certain conditions to accommodate the objectors concerns, and if it was minded to refuse the application, the applicant would have an automatic right of appeal to the county court.  
Councillor Blaney referred to the 400 signatures of objection through a petition that had been presented to the planners, and stated that the ratepayer’s objections should be taken into consideration.
In reply to Councillor McIlroy, the HBC stated that it was normal procedure to forward applications to the PSNI, and that a reply had been received from them regarding this application on 12 October 2007.
Councillor McCambridge stated that the applicant had made a genuine application and he had the exact same rights as any other applicant and he deserved support. 
Councillor Harding stated that the ratepayer’s and people who lived in Castle Street, also deserved sympathy and support, as this was a residential area.

DEVELOPMENT SERVICES REPORT

The Development Services Report, having been circulated, was taken as read.

Town Centre Living Initiative – Living over the Shop (LOTS)
The HD informed members that as previously reported, the village of Bushmills was being considered by the Northern Ireland Housing Executive as a possible pilot project for a Rural LOTS scheme.

She stated that a letter of application had been forwarded with a map showing the boundary of the Conservation area that had been suggested as an appropriate boundary for the LOTS scheme.

The HD recommended that the boundary of the conservation area as the appropriate boundary for the LOTS scheme be approved.

This was agreed.

Rural Development Programme – 2007-2013

The HD referred to the process for the delivery of the new Rural Development Programme 2007 – 20013 and stated that Limavady Borough Council had now decided to join a cluster to the west which left a five Council cluster of Ballymoney, Ballymena, Larne, Coleraine and Moyle.  She stated that Ballymena would now be acting as the Lead Council.

The HD also informed members that in view of the urgent time constraints around EU funding and if there was no definite announcement with regard to RPA by January 2008 it would be recommended that Moyle District Council would remain with the five Council cluster for the duration of the programme.

She stated that DARD would release animation funding and facilitators and consultants would be commissioned to work with all the groups in the area to form a Local Action Group and develop a strategy.

After discussion, it was agreed that the Moyle District Council would cluster with Ballymoney, Ballymena, Coleraine and Larne Councils for the purposes of planning the delivery of the Rural Development Programme 2007 – 2013.

Local Produce and LEADER
The HD informed members that North Antrim LEADER + had been running an initiative called FACT (Food and Cultural Tourism) over the past year, which had been very successful in working with small businesses in the District.

She pointed out that there had been some slippage in their spend and in order to maximise this a number of additional initiatives had been planned including, a one day high profile event aimed at local restaurants and catering outlets, the training of tourism providers in local history and culture linking this to local produce.  She stated that these lectures and talks would be compiled into a booklet which could be used as a future resource.

The HD informed members that £500 match funding was required from each participating Council in the LEADER district, which could be funded from the slippage as reported last month from the Start a Business Programme.

After discussion, it was agreed to approve £500 match funding for the LEADER + Fact programme.  

Tender for fireworks

The HD stated that the current tender for the Halloween Fireworks display was on a yearly basis, and it was now proposed that this be tendered on a three yearly basis which would offer the opportunity for better value and greater efficiency.
