APOLOGIES AND CHAIRMAN’S BUSINESS 
Apologies were received on behalf of Councillors Hartin and McAllister.
Riding for the Disabled Castleroe, Coleraine

UPDATE BY THE NATIONAL TRUST ON GIANT’S CAUSEWAY VISITOR PROPOSALS
Councillor Graham welcomed Hilary McGrady, Graham Thompson and Esther Dobbin, Representatives, from the National Trust to the meeting, to give an update on the development of the Giants Causeway Visitors Centre project.  
In reply to Councillor Blaney, Mr Thompson stated that he would forward hard copies of the presentation to Council.
Mr Thompson stated that the Planning Application had been submitted in June 2008, and referred to slides which highlighted the removal of the current buildings on site and how the new building would blend into the landscape.

He informed members that the Planners had requested further information regarding parking management and signage and a supplementary to the application had been submitted, with a decision hopefully being made before Christmas.  He pointed out that one of the issues related to the existing road and the right of way, a map highlighting details was shown to members.  He stated that an abandonment of the existing road would be requested, and a temporary road put in place, which would be fully adopted and would remain in Public ownership.
Mr Thompson also informed members that the cost of the facility had increased to £19.5 million, as the estimate now included costs which had previously been expended by Government.   
Mr Thompson stated that if the planning application was successful, the plan of action anticipated Northern Ireland Tourist Board funding decision in Spring 2009, Heritage Lottery funding stage 2 decision in June 2009, which would enable the tendering process to commence and work to start in September 2009, with the main contract commencing in December 2009 and the new facility open August 2011.

Councillor M Black stated that residents in the Causeway vicinity had concerns in relation to parking and some felt that were made prisoners in their own homes.

In reply to Councillor M Black, Ms McGrady stated that she had met with members of the Causeway Community Association to discuss car parking issues, and one important issue raised was the queues caused mainly by cars waiting to pay the car park attendant.  She pointed out that a possible solution would be for cars to be parked prior to payment being made.
In reply to Councillor Blaney, Ms McGrady stated that any planning application could be deemed as a legal challenge and pointed out that contingency plans were in place.

Councillor O Black entered the meeting at this point.

In reply to Councillor McIlroy, Ms McGrady stated that they were aware that the car park at Bushmills would not function properly as a Park and Ride facility unless the local community were involved.  She pointed out that the dwelling time in most cases at the Causeway was two to two and a half hours, and it was important that the facility worked well.  
Ms Dobbin informed members that information evenings were being held over the next few weeks, and stated that meetings had also been held with local resident groups.

Councillor McMullan congratulated the National Trust on their progress to date and stated that he hoped that the time table outlined would go to plan.

Councillor C McShane was in agreement with these comments and stated that she hoped that during the two years of work, disruption caused would be minimal.
In reply to Councillor C McShane, Mr Thompson stated that part of the business plan highlighted the need for the site to remain open with phased development and sufficient parking available for visitors to the site.

Councillor C McShane referred to Whitepark Bay which was part of the Causeway Coast walk and enquired if toilets would be provided at this location.

In reply, Ms McGrady stated that this matter would be investigated.                                              
The Clerk referred to correspondence received from the Permanent Secretary approving the proposed transfer of land to the National Trust, which had been circulated. 

The Chairman thanked Mr Thompson, Ms McGrady and Ms Dobbin for attending and they left the meeting at this point.


Planting of a Tree Quay Road, Ballycastle


Councillor Blaney asked that permission be granted for the Twinning Association to plant a tree at the Quay Road Playing Fields to commemorate the tenth anniversary of the Twinning Association.

Members were in agreement with these comments.

DEVELOPMENT SERVICES REPORT

Senior Citizen’s Christmas Function
The Head of Development Services (HDS) informed members that draft criteria had been drawn up in order to offer grant assistance to groups who wished to organise a Christmas event for their senior citizens.
She stated that it was intended to ask the assessment panel who had worked on previous grant schemes to meet as soon as possible after applications were returned.

Voluntary Contributions Grant Application – Armoy Community Association
The HDS informed members that the Armoy Community Association had secured funding for and to manage the Tilly Molloy Centre which provided opportunities for people to come together, enjoy projects, learn new skills and network with old and young from the area.

She stated that the Association were applying for assistance to establish a memorial for Uel Deane, a former resident of Armoy, who was a highly accomplished opera tenor. She informed members that they wished to place a cast iron seat at the Riverside Park, Armoy.
The HDS informed members that the total cost of the seat would be £600 and that the Association were requesting a Voluntary contribution grant of £100 towards the costs.

Voluntary Contributions Grant Application – Ballycastle Over 55’s Club
The HDS informed members that that an application had been received from Ballycastle and District Over 55’s Club for a Voluntary Contribution towards the cost of a Bingo machine and CD’s, at a cost of £250.
