CHIEF DISTRICT BUILDING CONTROL OFFICER’S REPORT

The Chief District Building Control Officer’s Report having been circulated, was taken as read.

Entertainments Licensing:  Application for Change of Licensee

The Chief District Building Control Officer (CDBCO) stated that an application had been received under The Local Government (Miscellaneous) Provisions (NI) Order 1985 for a change of Licensee for The Victory Bar, Armoy, he recommended this for approval.

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH DEPARTMENT’S REPORT

Environmental Youth Speak

The DDS informed members that the Environmental Youth Speak was a public speaking competition for P6 and P7 Junior section and Year 8 and year 9 pupils Senior section.  Pupils he stated would be asked to speak for 3 – 5 minutes on a specific environmental theme.  This years themes he pointed out were;  Junior section – Wake up to Waste – have you woken up yet and Senior section – Recycling is easy – its harder to Reduce and Reuse.

He pointed out that some individual Councils had run the competition with great success for a number of years and that last year it was successfully expanded to the whole of the ARC21 waste management region.  He stated that it was hoped that this year the competition would be taken one step further and expanded to the whole of Northern Ireland, and that each Council would hold its own heat of the competition before sending the winners on to regional finals in the three waste management regions.  The regional winners he stated would represent the region at a Northern Ireland final funded by the EHS.

The DDS informed members that each Council would fund its own individual heat with total costs not expected to exceed £300 including prizes, and that the North West would fund its regional finals with costs not exceeding £1,000 including prizes and that EHS had already agreed to fund a Northern Ireland final.  

The DDS recommended that the Council participate in the Environmental Youth Speak Competition.

This was agreed.

Consultation On Smoke Free Public Places And Workplaces

The DDS referred to the detailed report contained in the report, and pointed out that there was a desire on behalf of Government to reduce exposure to other peoples smoke.  In the consultation document he stated that there were three options proposed for future action as follows; (a) self regulation and government act to encourage and support smoking cessation; (b) smoking to be prohibited in enclosed public places and workplaces but allowed in certain settings such as pubs that do not prepare and serve food and in private clubs where members decide to permit smoking and (c) a ban on smoking in all enclosed public places and workplaces.

He stated that option b was proposed for England and Wales, whilst option c was proposed for Scotland and in effect in Ireland.

The DDS recommended that option c be supported.

Councillor McMullan suggested that a decision be deferred until after the Licensing Trade seminar was held which, the DDS should attend.

After discussion,

Seconded by Councillor Laverty and resolved

“That option c of the consultation document on Smoke Free Public Places and Workplaces be supported”.

Authorisation Of Environmental Health Officer’s Acting As Agents For The Health And Social Services Board

DEVELOPMENT MANAGER’S REPORT 

The Development Manager’s Report having been circulated was taken as read.

Regional Development Strategy – Review of the Regional Housing Growth Indicators

The Development Manager (DM) informed members that there was a commitment in the Regional Development Strategy (RDS) to update the assessment of regional housing needs figures after five years. She stated that the Department of Regional Development had now produced a consultation paper of draft adjusted Housing Growth Indicators (HGI’s) and had set out the methodology and the calculations which were used in producing these at District Council level.

The DM stated that the result of the assessment of all the factors as contained in the report was that Moyle’s HGI was uplifted from the original Regional Development Strategy allocation of 1,400 to 2000 – 1999-2015. She pointed out that this was an additional 600 dwellings allocated or 42% on the Regional Development Strategy Housing Growth Indicators.

Based on Planning service statistics the DM stated that from 1998 to July 2004 a total of 1710 dwellings had either been completed, were under construction or had been approved awaiting construction, which was an average of 235 per year.

She also pointed out that the figure of 2000 suggested in the review therefore gave only 290 dwellings remaining until 2015.

The DM informed members that with the anticipated shortage of over 2000 dwellings the Council should make strong representation to the Department of Regional Development for an additional uplift in the Housing Growth Indicators.

Councillor Harding stated that a letter should be sent to the Regional Development for an additional uplift in the Housing Growth Indicators.  She also pointed out that the anticipated shortage would have an effect on a number of people, including Builders and Building Suppliers.

Councillor Black supported these remarks.

Councillor McMullan also supported these remarks and stated that the Planning Service had left no ground for social housing.  He pointed out that the majority of houses were now being sold to second homeowners, which resulted in an increase in house prices and therefore young couples were being forced out of the Rural community.   He pointed out that the shortage of social housing would also affect the small Rural schools as the intake numbers would be greatly reduced.   

Councillor McMullan suggested that a Special Council meeting be held with the Northern Ireland Housing Executive and the Housing Association to discuss housing needs within the Moyle District.

Councillor Laverty pointed out that due to the competition for purchasing of land, the NI Housing Executive were no longer able to afford land to build houses.

After lengthy discussion,



Councillor McMullan proposed



Seconded by Councillor Digney and resolved

“That a letter would be sent to the Northern Ireland Housing Execuitve and the Housing Association inviting them to attend a Special Council meeting to discuss Housing needs within the Moyle District”.

It was also agreed that a letter would be sent to the Department of Regional Development for an additional uplift in the Housing Growth Indicaters.

NILGA Annual Conference

The DM informed members that the Northern Ireland Local Government Association held their annual conference on the 16 and 17 February 2005.  She referred to a discussion paper regarding the Review of Public Administration, which formed the basis for discussion and debate throughout the two days of the conference, a copy of which had been circulated.

She stated that all of the speakers had emphasised the importance of Local Government speaking with one voice when engaging with the debate on the Review of Public Administration.

Councillor Harding stated that she had attended the conference and referred to a company Assets Co who were involved in Fleet leasing, she suggested that the Technical Services Manager should investigate this matter and bring back a report to Council.

This was agreed.

Invest NI – Draft Corporate Plan

The DM informed members that Invest NI had produced a draft Corporate Plan for the period 1 April 2005 – 31 March 2008, and were holding a series of Consultation Roadshows as contained in the report.  She stated that members could register on line or alternatively contact the Development Office.

After discussion,



Councillor Laverty proposed



Seconded by Councillor S Blaney and resolved

“That Councillor Black would be nominated to attend the Invest NI Consultation Roadshow”.

Community Services Seeding Grant

The DM informed members that an application had been received from the recently established Walk the Glens group.  She stated that the Group were established to promote the advancement and encouragement of physical activity in the Glens of Antrim to encourage more people to become involved in physical activity for the health, social and economic well being of the population of the Glens of Antrim.

The DM pointed out that one of the criteria for a Seeding Grant was that the groups existing funds would usually not exceed £200, and at present Walk the Glens had more than this in their account although this had been ear marked for other projects.  

The DM recommended that the Walk the Glens group would be awarded a Seeding Grant of £100.

This was agreed.

2005 Rathlin Calendar

In reply to Councillor McCambridge, the DM stated that only a small number of the Rathlin Island Calendar had been sold.  She pointed out that more enquiries had been received for the calendar with the three days missing.

North Street

The DM informed members that work had commenced on the Environmental Improvement scheme at North Street, and was expected to be completed on schedule.  

The DM informed members that as a result of recent discussions with DRD and Adshel there was a verbal agreement to replace the bus shelter at the Marine Corner with a heritage model similar to that in the photograph, which was circulated.

She informed members that Adshel were currently assessing the Moyle area for suitable advertising sites and had a target of finding four sites.  She pointed out that when identified and agreed through the Planning process, there could be eight new shelters for the Moyle area four of these would have no advertising significance.

In reply to Councillor Laverty, the DM stated that further information would be sought from Adshel regarding the height of the new bus shelter.

Councillor McCambridge stated that advertising on the new shelters should be for tourist related information.  In reply, the Clerk stated that there might not be a budget for this advertising.

After further discussion, it was agreed that the Council would consider taking advertising space on the new Adshel bus shelters.

Bushmills THI Project

The DM informed members that the contract between the Heritage Lottery Fund and the Bushmills THI Partnership had been approved and signed by the board of the Bushmills THI, and that 2M Associates had been appointed by the Heritage Lottery Fund to act as Project Monitor.

Part-time Project Officer

The DM stated that following the signing of the THI contract and securing funding through the Trade Development Programme, the post of part-time Project Officer would be advertised in local papers and members would be kept informed of progress.

This was agreed.

Citizencard

The DM informed members that to date three post primary schools had confirmed that they wished to take part in the Citizencard scheme, and that implementation of the scheme in Moyle would be in early March.  

She stated that schools were being contacted to timetable this activity and that information packs promoting the introduction of the scheme would be available to distribute within the business community during March.

In reply to Councillor Digney, the DM stated the Citizencard was a proof of age card for children.

After discussion, it was agreed that further information would be sought regarding the Citizencard scheme and forwarded to Councillor Digney.

 Causeway Area Peace Network

The DM stated that an application had been received from the Causeway Area Peace Network for assistance with Website Construction.  She pointed out that the project met Criteria E under the Community Relations Grant Scheme.

After discussion, it was agreed to grant £250 to the Causeway Area Peace Network, under the Community Relations Grant Scheme Budget, to assist with Website Construction.

Moyle Events Calendar

The DM informed members that the Events Calendar was now completed and available in local tourist information centre and that it was also being distributed around all tourist information centres in Northern Ireland, Ferry Ports and Airports at the beginning of March and would also be distributed around Hotels, Caravan Parks and Tourist Attractions on the North Coast in time for Easter.

Councillor Black stated that she wished to commend the Tourism Events Officer on the production of this excellent Booklet.

Maritime Festival

The DM informed members that a letter had been received from Portrush Yacht Club regarding the Festival of the Sea event, which was to be held in the Coleraine and Moyle Local Authority areas, on the 4 and 5 of June which would coincide with Shadow Maritime Activiites.
