Presentation from Roads Service

Councillor M Black stated that the weeds were also meeting in the middle of the Glenshesk Road.

After discussion, it was agreed that a letter would be sent to Roads Service to ask that these weeds be dealt with as soon as possible.

Ms McMath stated that there had been two letters of objection.

E/2009/0178/F Old Bushmills Distillery Co Ltd, 2 Distillery Road, Bushmills.  Proposed construction of open lagoon with lined earth bank walls for (in an emergency event) the collection of firewater, stormwater or other hazardous liquid in order to prevent pollution of watercourses.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to being contrary to the Joint Ministerial Statement on the grounds of prematurity and adverse effect on the intrinsic environmental value and character.

She stated that there had been two letters of representation.
Councillor Graham requested an Office Meeting for this application.

Ms McMath stated that as prematurity was one of the reasons behind the refusal of this application she could only hold it for one month.

This was agreed.

E/2009/0410/O  Mr B Butler, 121 Cushendall Road, Ballycastle, BT54 6PS.  Location, 160m south east of 34 Glenmakeeran Road, Ballycastle.  Proposed site for new farm dwelling and garage.

E/2010/0013/F  Mr J McAuley, 6 Loughareema Road, Cushendun.  Location, site at 6 Loughareema Road, Cushendun.  Proposed restoration and extension of existing stone structure to provide single storey dwelling.

E/2010/0019/F  Mr E Boyd, 72 Straid Road, Ballycastle, BT54 6NN.  Location, adjacent to 72 Straid Road, Ballycastle.  Proposed conversion of existing non-listed vernacular building to dwelling.

There were no objections to the above three applications, they were recommended for approval.
E/2010/0036/O  P Robin, C/O Bailey Architecture, 9 Glenview Road, Glenshesk, Ballycastle, BT54 6QE.  Location, 45 metres south east of 22 Glen Road, Glenariffe.  Proposed dwelling on the farm & detached garage.
Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to not being an exceptional case in that it has not been demonstrated that the farm business was currently active and had been established for at least six years.

She informed members that there had been one letter of representation.

Councillor McMullan stated that the farm business had been established in 2002 and that the business number had been changed in 2005.  He stated that the business had complied with all of the relevant criteria for Single Farm Payment.  He stated that the farm had been let out and that this was a grey area, he informed members that the rent for the ground should still be considered as income.  He requested an Office Meeting for additional information to be considered.
Councillor P McShane stated that he would be in support of an Office Meeting also and that the income from the rent of the land should be considered.

After discussion, it was agreed that an Office Meeting would be facilitated.

E/2010/0085/F  Mr B McKay, C/O Market Studio, 14 Market Road, Ballymena, BT43 6EL.  Location, 70m north of no. 146 Clady Road, Cushendun.  Proposed new single storey dwelling and garage on a farm.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to no exceptional case in that it had not been demonstrated that other dwellings/development opportunities had not been sold off from the farm holding within 10 years of the date of the application.  Build up, ribbon development, adverse affect on the visual amenity and character of the countryside and no demonstration of satisfactory access arrangements.

Councillor McMullan requested an Office Meeting to provide additional information.

This was agreed.

Councillor Graham left the meeting at this point.
E/2010/0088/O  Mr W Martin, C/O MDF Architecture, 11 Blackthorn Road, The Brambles, Newtownabbey, BT37 0GH.  Location, 7 Rathlin Road, Ballycastle.  Proposed demolition of existing dwelling house and re-development of site to provide 2 No. dwelling houses and associated site-works.

Ms McMath stated that this application had been withdrawn.

Deferred Applications
E/2005/0614/F  Mr G Sharpe, 11 Kilmore Road, Glenariff, BT44 0RQ.  Location, 360m SW of 30 Cave Road, Cushendun.  Proposed site for farm retirement dwelling and domestic garage.

Ms McMath stated that this application had been recommended for refusal due to insufficient case of need, prominence and lack of integration and unacceptable impact on AONB.

Councillor McDonnell stated that he was disappointed by this decision as this application had been ongoing since 2006.  He informed members that this development would be in line with buildings further along the landscape and that it could not be viewed from the road except for a small part of the Torr Road.

In reply to Councillor McMullan, Ms McMath stated that options available to the applicant would be to withdraw or wait for the refusal to be issued and go to appeal.

After discussion, it was agreed that the application would be held for seven days to allow for withdrawal.

It was noted that Council were not in agreement with the decision of the planning service regarding this application.

Councillor Graham returned to the meeting at this point.

E/2007/0053/F  Mr N Delargy, C/O Robinson & Sons, 59 High Street, Ballymoney.  Location, land 70m SE of 95 Ballyeamon Road, Cushendall.  Proposed erection of new free range egg laying house for up to 8000 laying hens.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to being contrary to CTY1 and CTY2 of PPS21 and CTY13 of PPS21.

Councillor McMullan requested that the application be held for two weeks to allow for withdrawal or appeal.  He informed members that the agent had not been fully aware of all of the information.  He stated that the re-generation of the Glens could be affected by this application being refused.

After discussion, it was agreed that the application would be held for seven days.
It was noted that Council were not in agreement with the decision of the planning service regarding this application.

E/2007/0163/F  Mr & Mrs C McNeill, 201B Torr Road, Cushendun, BT44 0PU.  Location, 40m NW of 68 Glenariff Road, Glenariff.  Proposed erection of 2 semi-detached cottages for self-catering to tourists.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to no reason why this development could not be located in a settlement, no exceptional benefit to the tourist industry or special tourist need, contrary to JMS and dNAP, lack of integration, erosion of rural character and ribbon development.

Councillor McDonnell stated that the land belonged to this lady and that there was obviously a need for tourist accommodation.

Councillor P McShane stated that Self Catering cottages were needed in the Moyle area.  He stated that evidence of site specific need seemed to be a requirement.  He enquired if Council would consider writing letters of support for site specific issues as this may give more weight to the planning application.
Councillor McMullan stated that there was no policy on exceptional need.  He informed members that there was grant monies available for tourist accommodation but that planning permission must be in place.

In reply to Councillor P McShane, the Clerk stated that he was not sure how his proposal would work in practise.  He informed members that this would pull Council into the planning application and that he was not sure if resources were in place to facilitate this.

Councillor P McShane stated that Council’s current letter was specific to Moyle rather than site specific.  He informed members that the letter was very general and that Self Catering accommodation was continuing to be turned down in the area due to lack of support.
After further discussion,


Councillor P McShane proposed,


Seconded by Councillor C McShane,


“That Council send a site specific letter using evidence provided by the applicant 

on request.”

Councillor Blaney stated that this would put pressure on the Tourist Officer.

Councillors McCambridge and Graham stated that they felt that the Council input should remain as it was.

On a vote being taken there were four votes in favour of and eight against the proposal which was lost.

It was noted that Council were not in agreement with the decision of the planning service regarding this application.

Ms McMath stated that she would take applications 4 and 5 together.

E/2007/0347/O  Mrs & Mrs McGowan, 5 Rathlin Road, Ballycastle, BT54 6DD.  Location, 110m SE of Coolkeeran Road, Armoy.  Proposed site for dwelling.
E/207/0350/O  Mr & Mrs McGowan5 Rathlin Road, Ballycastle, BT54 6DD.  Location, 170m SE of 11 Coolkeeran Road, Armoy.  Proposed site for dwelling.

Ms McMath stated that the above two applications were recommended for refusal due to the fact that it had not been demonstrated that the farm business was currently active and had been established for at least 6 years or that the new building was visually linked or sited to cluster with an established group of buildings on the farm. She informed members that lack of integration was also a reason.
Councillor C McShane stated that she had been talking to the applicant and that there was further information to be submitted.
Ms McMath stated that she could defer the application for one month to allow for further information to be brought forward.

This was agreed.

Ms McMath stated that she would take applications 6 and 7 together.

E/2007/0386/O  Mr & Mrs K & M O’Gara, 74 Dublin Road, Omagh, BT78 1HQ.  Location, land adjacent to and NW of 5 Maghery Road, Ballycastle.  Proposed dwelling.
E/2007/0389/O  Mr & Mrs K & M O’Gara, 74 Dublin Road, Omagh, BT78 1HQ.  Location, land approximately 160m NW of 16 Lagavara Road, Ballycastle.  Proposed dwelling.

Ms McMath stated that the above application was recommended for refusal due to no reason why this development was essential and could not be located within a settlement, no case of need, lack of integration, ribbon development, erosion of rural character unacceptable loss of trees and habitat and unacceptable access arrangements.

Councillor P McShane stated that he had spoken to the planning office regarding this application.  He informed members that the agent had failed in his duties to relate substantial information to the applicant.  He requested that the application be held for one month to allow for additional information.
This was agreed.

E/2008/0292/F  Mr Nutt, C/O R Robinson & Son, Albany Villas, 59 High Street, Ballymoney, BT53 6BG.  Location, 87m East of 137a Moycraig Road, Ballycastle.  Proposed new poultry house for 25,000 free range birds.

Ms McMath stated that this application was recommended for refusal due to the Moycraig Road and road junction being unsuitable for the type of vehicles which would be attracted to the site.
Councillor Graham stated that the Carnbore Road could be used as it was the wider end.

After discussion, it was agreed that this would be held for one week to allow discussions with Roads Service.

It was noted that Council were not in agreement with the decision of the planning service regarding this application.

E/2009/0099/F  Mr White. C/O Ward Design, The Gravel, 10 Main Street, Castledawson, BT45 8AB.  Location, 220m NE of 15 Drumnaheigh Road, Ballycastle.  Proposed off site replacement dwelling & single garage (revised scheme)

Ms McMath stated that there were three letters of objection to the above application.

There were no objections from members to the above application, it was recommended for approval.

Ms McMath stated that she would take items 10 and 11 together.

Councillor McDonnell stated that there was correspondence from the Causeway Coast Communities Consortium regarding the proposed housing development on lands opposite Clare Park.

After discussion, it was agreed that as this was not a constituted group it would be marked as read.

NORTHERN IRELAND HOUSING EXECUTIVE – DISTRICT HOUSING 

PLAN
Councillor McConaghy welcomed Mr Stuart Cuddy, Frank O’ Connor, David Irvine and Ms Mona Conway and Yvonne Montgomery from the NIHE to the meeting.
Mr Cuddy stated that he would set the context of the report and then hand over to Mr O’ Connor for questions.  Mr Cuddy stated that he had told Councils last year that this would be one of the most difficult years in terms of funds to deliver the programme.  He informed members however that there had been some successful bids in the 09/10 year and that the target of 1750 had been exceeded with a completion total of 1838.  He informed members that this current year may be a mirror image.  He stated that £1.6million had been allocated to Moyle to deliver new builds.  He informed members that they had not been able to generate any capital receipts due to the poor housing market and lack of sales and that this had hampered re-investment.  He stated that due to the spending review savings may have to be clawed back and that new builds would be most affected.  He stated that the focus was to be protection of the most vulnerable.
Mr O’ Connor stated that he would highlight some of the report.  He informed members that in response to research it had been decided that an additional twenty dwellings per annum over the next three years would keep the need in balance.  He stated that this could perhaps be stepped up to 50 dwellings per year.  He informed members that half of this allocation would be for Ballycastle with the remainder being split between the other three main villages.

He stated that this year the Housing Executive were doing website notifications looking forward to the next three to four years to try to get land owners to come forward to work in association with the them and Housing Associations for the provision of new builds.

Mr O’Connor invited member’s questions.

Councillor M Black stated that she felt that 20 additional dwellings per year was not a lot for the whole of Moyle.
In reply to Councillor M Black, Mr O’Connor stated that if additional land became available in areas of high housing need such as Cushendall or Ballycastle that the Executive would be keen to see this being developed.

Councillor M Black enquired if it was viable to have the Housing Association building dwellings.  She asked if these would be handed back fully to the Housing Executive.

Mr Cuddy stated that the reason the Housing Association was used from 1996 was that it worked out at a third of the cost.  He stated that over the years they hadn’t delivered as much as had been expected. He informed members that there was a possibility of increasing financial income through an increase of rent for Executive properties. He stated that only one in five tenants were not in receipt of Housing Benefit.
Councillor P McShane stated that homelessness was a major problem and enquired about social housing for the next five years.

Mr Cuddy stated that there would be 20 new starts in the next year and that if there was slippage and a good site was identified it could be possible to commence something.
In response to Councillor C McShane’s enquiry about possible housing at Leyland Road, Ballycastle, Mr O’Connor stated that this would be at the old GAA pitch and informed members that negotiations were ongoing.
Councillor C McShane stated that there had previously been a case of need for four houses in Ballintoy and that this had now disappeared.  She informed members that young people were having to leave the village as they could not get a house.  She stated that she was not in agreement with the statistics of no need in this case.

Mr O’Connor stated that for 18 months there had been two people on the waiting list and that when this dropped off the proposed four houses scheme was gone as it could not be justified.

Councillor C McShane stated that she was extremely frustrated at this.  She informed members that she found this situation extremely frustrating as young people felt that there was no point in being on the list as there were no houses.  She highlighted the problem of fuel poverty in North Antrim and the need for schemes available through the Housing Executive to be promoted.

Councillor McDonnell enquired about units in Cushendall and stated that he felt that these were crammed quite close together.
Mr O’Connor outlined the housing plans for Mill Street and Edwards Hill Cushendall.  In reply to Councillor McDonnell he stated that these schemes would not be too far in the future and that there was also another site that they were trying to purchase.

Councillor McMullan stated that the disabled grants were still taking too long to process.  He outlined an example of a working case in Cushendall that had been ongoing for 3 to 4 years.  He informed members that there seemed to be a grey area whereby a Housing Executive tenant could not use a private architect.  He asked that the case highlighted be looked into by the executive to see if the process could be hastened.
Mr Cuddy stated that the most cost effective way to manage this was to do many at once not one by one on an individual basis.

Mr O’Connor stated that he would have another look at this particular case.

Councillor C McShane left the meeting at this point.

Councillor McMullan enquired about the threat of criminality and if people under threat were moved to the top of the housing list and moved anywhere they wished to be placed.  He asked if this level of points were removed once the tenant had been re-located.

Mr O’Connor stated that homelessness was a reason for additional points, he stated that the last settled address would be taken into consideration.  He informed members that temporary accommodation would be assigned if there was a reason to flee the family home and that if a tenant was living in immediate risk of serious injury or worse they would receive intimidation points.  He stated that it was difficult to see how the Police could confirm a reduction of that level of threat.
Councillor C McShane returned to the meeting.

Councillor Newcombe stated that an issue of concern locally would be the use of Housing Executive properties as Holiday or weekend homes.

Mr O’Connor stated that there were procedures to go through to check if the property was being used as a primary home.  He stated that homes could be taken back with Possession Orders if this was found to be the case.

Councillor McConaghy thanked representatives from the NIHE for their attendance and presentation.

New Application for Annual Entertainments Licence

The HBC stated that an application had been received for an Entertainments Licence from Mr N Millar of Torr Road, Cushendun for The Central Bar, Bridge Street, Cushendall.


After discussion, this was approved.


Applications for Occasional Entertainments Licences

The HBC stated that applications for Occasional Licences had been received from Cushendun GAC for a Marquee in the grounds of 30 Bay Road, Cushendun from 13th – 18th July 2010.  Tom Duffy’s Circus for a circus and the old GAC Grounds, Leyland Road, Ballycastle from 25th – 27th June.  Big Top Circus for a circus at the old GAC Grounds, Ballycastle from 21st – 25th July 2010.


After discussion, these were approved subject to PSNI and Fire Service approval.


Application for Transfer of Entertainments Licence

The HBC stated that an application had been received from Mr N Millar for the transfer of an Entertainment’s Licence for the Central Bar, Cushendall.

After discussion, this was approved.


Proposed Fire Safety Reform – Licensed Premises

The HBC stated that a letter had been received from the Northern Ireland Licensing Forum regarding proposed Fire Safety Reform and the significant impact which this would have on Council licensing functions devolving the relevant fire safety duties to Council officers.


He informed members that the letter was requesting Council’s support for this proposal on the proviso that the matter was agreed by the Northern Ireland Fire and Rescue Service Board before legislation was taken back to the Assembly Health Board in the autumn.


After discussion, it was agreed to approve the proposed Fire Safety Reform for Licensed Premises.


Bilingual Street Nameplates

The HBC outlined roads and streets which had been surveyed for bilingual signs to be
erected.  He informed members that in compliance with Council’s Street Naming and Numbering Policy, it was recommended that Council proceed with the erection of additional name plates for those where more than two thirds of the respondents were in favour of their respective proposal, and further to the relevant translations being obtained for each of them.

After discussion, this was agreed.

Street Naming and Numbering
The HBC stated that a letter had been received from Mr P Brown, 99A Whitepark Road, Ballycastle, requesting the renaming of the small section of road where he resided, which enters and exits off the main Whitepark Road.  The HBC stated that he was requesting the name Cuil Mhachaire for consideration, which is the Irish translation for the local townland Coolmaghra.

The HBC informed members that the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) (NI) Order 1995 required the street name to; (a) be expressed primarily ion English and (b) may be expressed in any other language, as does Moyle District Council’s Street Naming and Numbering Policy.
Councillor P McShane stated that a name was required for this piece of land and that this suggestion had stuck to both criteria and Council policy.
Councillor M Black enquired if the area had been surveyed in relation to this proposed change.

After further discussion, it was agreed to survey the other residents before going any further with this request.

Good Relations Grant Scheme 

The HDS stated that this project would bring together adults and young people from across Northern Ireland for a one week residential event in Corrymeela. 

She stated that the project met the criteria of increasing cross-community contact and cooperation, increasing mutual understanding and promoting appreciation of cultural diversity and traditions and was recommended for approval.
After discussion, this was agreed.
Community Small Grants Scheme Application – Friends of Glenariff

The HDS stated that an application for a Community Small grant had been received from Friends of Glenariff, a sub-committee of Glenariff Oisin GAC.  The aim of the Group is to assist in organising sporting activities and fundraising to build changing rooms, gym, community room etc. She informed members that they were requesting a Community Small Grant to assist them with the cost of running a Marquee Weekend. She stated that this application met criteria and was recommended for approval.

Community Small Grants Scheme Application – Mount Druid Parent & Toddler Group

The HDS stated that Mount Druid Parent & Toddler Group aimed to provide a welcoming and safe environment for carers and their children (aged 0-4 yrs) ensuring the group offers opportunities for all children, regardless of religion, culture, race or means, and the group holds weekly sessions at Ballintoy Parish Church. The group has submitted an application for a Community Small Grant to assist them with the cost of providing transport assistance through North Antrim Community Transport’s ‘Dial a Lift’ scheme for isolated mums and their children to get to the weekly sessions, and who don’t have their own means of transport.  The HDS stated that this application met criteria and was recommended for approval.

Department of the Environment  £3.13 Million for “Rethink Waste Fund”

The HTS stated that the Environment Minister Edwin Poots had asked District Councils to avail of his Department’s £3.13 Million “Rethink Waste Fund”.

He informed members that this initiative would make grants available to local councils for schemes which would boost waste recycling and re-use and ease the burden on ratepayers.  He stated that all Councils were to identify and submit applications for those schemes which demonstrated improvements in recycling and reuse activity whilst easing the burden on Northern Ireland’s ratepayers.

He gave members examples of the type of schemes for which funding would be available.

The HTS stated that it was planned that Moyle District Council would submit an application for the purchase of 5000 brown recycling wheelie bins, 1 refuse collection vehicle including bin lifting equipment and a combined application with the NWRWMWG for the purchase of 500 compost bins.
