Details were included in the report of the area based fuel poverty pilot which the University of Ulster have been commissioned by the OFMDFM to carry out mapping showing potential pockets where fuel poverty would be high. DSD will use the mapping information to target resources into the identified high risk areas, and are seeking Council’s commitment by 31 May to take part in the pilot scheme and to provide the resource to carryout initial home visits in 125 homes in the Council area.
