APOLOGIES AND CHAIRMAN’S BUSINESS

All Councillors were present.


Chairman’s Business
Councillor C McShane welcomed members to the AGM.  She informed members that the meeting would begin with one minute’s silence in respect of the fact that the Assistant Chief Executive’s mother had passed away that morning.  A minutes silence was observed.
Councillor C McShane stated that she had enjoyed her experience as Chairperson of Moyle District Council.  She thanked the Chief Executive and Council staff for their support and guidance.  She also thanked the Vice Chair Councillor McIlroy who was always available to help.

Councillor C McShane stated that a few events stood out for her, including the opening of the Friends Play Park in Cushendall, the first park of its kind in the area, she stated that this was a very positive experience.  She informed members that the Tall Ships had been a huge attraction to the district as had the inaugural Armoy Road Race.  She stated that she had enjoyed working with the young people of the area including the Primary 7 classes from the area during Democracy Week and informed members that she had received letters from the children giving their feedback.
Councillor C McShane stated that she had enjoyed working throughout Moyle and felt that she had forged links and good relations with many groups from all areas.  She informed members that she had also enjoyed working alongside the Ballycastle Chamber of Commerce for various events including the May Ball which raised almost £7000 for the RISE Foundation.

She stated that the historic transfer of the Giant’s Causeway from Council to the National Trust had also taken place during her year in the Chair and that she wished the employees every success.

Councillor C McShane acknowledged the great deal of work carried out by the Voluntary and Community Sectors in the district and thanked them.  She also thanked the Press for their help.  She wished the incoming Chair and Vice Chair every success in their roles.

Councillor McMullan congratulated Councillor C McShane on her year as Chairperson.  He informed members that she was a worthy Chair of Council and that she had reached out to the whole of Moyle.  He thanked Councillor C McShane for her work with the disabled groups in the area.  He informed members that she would be a hard act to follow and a credit to Council.  He stated that on behalf of the party he wished to thank Councillor C McShane.
Councillor McIlroy stated that it had been a privilege to be Vice Chair for the past year and that he appreciated being called on to fulfil functions of Council.  He stated that he had had a very happy year being part of the team of the Councillors of Moyle.

Councillor McDonnell supported Councillor McMullan’s comments and thanked the Chair and Vice Chair for their work this year.  He informed members that Councillor C McShane had been efficient, reasonable and charming in the Chair.  He congratulated her on her full calendar of public activities.
